The police force was depleted ye» 
tarder hy the resignation of two more 
ofBoem, both of whom had served a 
oonsiderahle time on the force. The 
dateet members to shed the uniform 
are Officer James Rose and Officer 
Pitt Officer Rosa had been ten yea» 
and seven months on the force and a 
few weeks before the retirement of 
Chief Clarke had been promoted to 
sergeant The promotion was not sanc­
tioned by the new chief and the Com­
missioner of Public Safety, end, as a 
result Sergeant Rose was reduced to 
the ranks and Officer Charles Ranktne 
promoted to his place. Officer Pitt has 
been twice on the force, doing patrol 
duty and. latterly, mounted duty. Both 
officers are regarded as good, efficient 
men and the news of their resigna­
tion was heard of with general regret.

The retirement of the officers named 
brings the number of old experienced 
men who have left the force, op been 
dismissed, during the past six weeks, 
up to seven, and already there 1» some 
question among taxpayer* aa to where 
it will ail end. The list Includes Sergt 
W. H. Finley, Police Officer George 
Totten, Police Officer George Clark, 
Police Officer Garnett, Police Officer 
Watson, ex-sergeant James Ross and 
Police Officer Pitt In the 
Sergeant George R. Baxter was re­
duced to the ranks and Sergeant Aaron 
Hastings, at one time captain of the 
Northern Division, had his salary cut 
hut was kindly permitted to retain the

Mr. Rosa called at this office last 
evening and in conversation with the 
editor of tjhle newspaper declared he 
had resigned from the police force*be- 
cauae under present conditions It “was 
not a fit Job for any man. A man is 
not required to do police duty but to 
be a veritable spy. Good service Is 
not rewarded as It should be. I have 
•been ten years and seven months on 
the force and in that time have never 
had a black mark against me nor have 
I ever lost a case.*’

resignation was published in the even­
ing papers of yesterday and It speaks 
well for the Osteem In which the ex­
officer was held that up to nine o'clock 
last evening he had received three 
offers of employment. He has accept­
ed a position tfith N. A. Hornbrook &

on Monday.

The resignation of Officer* Rose and 
Pitt wag the sdfo topic of Conversation 
among the surviving members of the 
old forte last evening and the question 
most generally asked was “who will be 
the next?” Many citizens are asking 
the same question and at the same 
time quietly speculating among them­
selves aa to the reason for It all.

Prof. Cnrrelly of Toronto 
Gave Interesting Lecture 

, Before St John Archaeo­
logical Soeiecy Last even­
ing.

.A-Verr taterertiug lecture, entitled
A Roman Rubbish Mound in Egypt.” 

was tieltvered by Prof, Charles T. 
Currelly, in the Natural History -Socie­
ty rooms last evening under the ___ 
pices of the SL John Archaeological 
Society. H. A. Powell occupied the 
chair, and there was a good attend­
ance. Prof. Currelly, who is a gradu­
ate of Toronto, and lias been engaged 
in excavation work in Egypt and Pal­
estine was able to make the Roman 
Rubbish Mound an exceedingly inter­
esting affair, hia remarks being richly 
Illustrated with 
views, showing what had been found 
in the rubbish mound.

His lecture dealt with the time the 
Romans were administering affairs in 
Egypt. He said that Romans gave the 
country a good government, and that 
it developed rapidly in wealth at that 
period, the Influence of Roman author­
ity being shown in a great Improve­
ment of the workmanship. At that 
period the Egyptians carried the art 
of weaving to perfection, seldom 
equalled by any people. A grpat deal 
of light was thrown on the domestic 
life of the Egyptians Of the period.

At the conclusion of the lecture a 
vote of thanks moved by Archdeacon 
Raymond and seconded by Rev. J., J. 
McCaskill was tendered the lecturer.

Major General F. I* t*ssard of Tb 
ron/to, and Inspector General in Bast- 
em Canada, made a thorough inspec­
tion yesterday of the second contin­
gent men stationed here. He spent al­
most the whole day in the open with 
the soldiers and bin inspection was 
complete. He examined into the books 
of the battalion and found everything 
In first class condition.

When seen by a Standard reporter 
lset night General Lessard said he 
was well pleased with the soldiers 
here. The 26th was & fine body of men 
and their work In the field was partic­
ularly good. Physically the men were 
all fine specimens and he was pleased 
with their Intelligence.

General Lessard was assisted by 
Major General Rutherford of Halitox 
and was accompanied by Captain Vic­
tor Nordhelmer of Toronto and iCa.pt. 
Langford of Halifax.

The 26th Battalion was taken to the 
Manchester field early yesterday morn­
ing and did not return till nearly 7 
o’clock last night General Lessard, 
after first Inspecting the men of the 
Army Service Corps, went to Manches­
ter’s Geld and saw the battalion put 
through different kinds of work. He 
spent the time with them and at lun­
cheon partook of the Jam and biscuits 
of the soldiers, 
taken while on the move. He saw that 
the men and officers as well were giv­
en much work and he said last night 
that all acquitted themselves well.

The Army Service Oorpe also In­
cluded fine specimens of men and he 
expected to hear a fine account of them 
when they went .into active service.

General Lessard said he could make 
no comparisons of different units but 
he was surprised at the fine appear­
ance of the New Brunswick men in 
general. The Ammunition Column at 
Fredericton had particularly pleased 
him. Here he had found many college 
men in the ranks and they were all en­
thusiastic dn learning the details of 
their work.

General Lessard left last evening 
for Halifax where he will inspect the 
second contingent units there. Be­
fore leaving he said the Inspection in 
St- John was particularly satisfactory. 
He had also met many old friends.

Last evening General Lessard and 
officers with him were the guests of 
Colonel H. H. McLean at the Cliff dub 
where dinner was served and an en­
joyable evening spent.

New Battalion.
Other news of special interest yes­

terday was the announcement that an­
other New Brunswick Infantry Regi­
ment would be enlisted, 
corps will be the 66th Battalion and 
will Include men from Prince Edward 
Island and New Brunswick. It Is in­
tended that all men now enlisted from 
these two provinces inlthe 40th Bat­
talion will be transferred to the 66th.

Lieutenant Colonel Armstrong re­
ceived word yesterday to proceed with 
the recruiting at once. No, announce­
ment has yet been made as to the 
peints of muster for this battalion. 
There was some talk of the new .bat­
talion being mobilized in Sussex but 
nothing definite is known concerning 
this. There has been some specular 
tion as to the officers for the new bat­
talion. It has been said that Lieut. CoL 
Kirkpatrick would command It Capt. 
E C. Weyman has been appointed to 
the new unit and will look after enlist­
ing In the vicinity of Sussex. Captain 
Herbert J. Smith has also received an 
appointment and will look after re­
cruiting about St Stephen.

Lieut. W. H. Eagar, A.M.C., who is 

attached to the Divisional Ammeuni- 
tlon Column In Fredericton, has been 
offered a place with McGill Club Hos­
pital, which Is to be sent to the front. 
Lieut Eagar is a graduate of McGill, 
having received his degree in 1800. He 
will not accept the offer, however, pre­
ferring to remain with Major W. H. 
Harrison and the Ammunition Column. 
Lieut, Eagar was particularly sought 
for by the McGill Club to do special 
work in connection with X Ray exam­
ination, being a well known specialist 
In this work. The McGill Club Hos­
pital will have 1,040 beds, and will in­
clude on tt» staff some of the best 
physicians and surgeons in Canada, 
many of the most noted graduates of 
McGill havlpg already offered their 
services.
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164 A citizen who was Identified with 
the movement to establish the com­
mission form of government pointed 
out yesterday that at the time the 
commission system was being dis­
cussed the question of revising the 
assessment system of the city was 
brought prominently to tile forefront, 
and the understanding was that the 
commissioners would give tfcis matter 
their early and earnest attention. 
Commissioner Potts' proposal to re­
vise the assessment system by piece­
meal has aroused considerable inter­
est, and the Board of Trade proposes 
to conduct a campaign of education 
on assessment matters. It is said 
that if the city commissioners had 
carried out the provisions of the act 
to provide for the government of the 
city by an elective commission such 
a campaign would not now be neces­
sary.

When interviewed J. A. Belyea, 
chairman of the charter committee, 
said the whole matter of assessment 
was brought up at the time the new 
charter was being prepared. “We 
were asked to revise the assessment 
system, but we thought it was too big 
a job to tackle off hand,” said Mr. 
Belyea. “So In the new charter for 
the city we made provision for the 
appointment of a commission to draft 
a new assessment system. The sup­
position was that this commission 
would make a study of the whole as­
sessment question and draft a law 
which would represent the best Ideas 
obtainable on the matter.”

Mr. Belyea’s statement refers to 
section 23 of the commission charter, 
which says:

“The common council is hereby em­
powered to appoint a commission on 
the assessment law of the city of SL 
John, which commission shall possess 
all powers for obtaining information 
at present vested in the assessors of 
the said city, or which have been 
conferred on any commission or body 
by the Acts 62nd Victoria, Chapter 
43 (1899), 1 Edward VH„ Chapter 47 
(1901), and 6 Edward VH., Chapter 
56 (1905), and which < commission 
shall prepare and submit to the coun­
cil a draft of a new assessment law 
or amendment to the existing law.”

The city commissioners have never 
appointed such a commission, al­
though from the wording of the sec­
tion it would seem to be obligatory 
upon them to do so. It Is well known 
that at the time commission govern­
ment was being advocated it was the 
intention that the question of assess­
ment should he dealt with as soon as 
possible, and by a commission which 
would secure expert advice, but in 
the words of the chairman of the 
charter committée, “the city commls- 

left undone a lot of 
things they should have done, and 
done a lot of things they should not 
have done.”
