AMERICAN CONSTITUTION IS TO

BLAME rOR “SPOILS” SYSTEM, SAYS
PREUSS, DEFENDING TEUTON PLAN

Berlin, Jan. 20.—Hugo Preuss, form-
er Minister of the Interior, today said
that one of the chief reasons for fram-
iug the German constitution different-
ly from the American charter was that
under the American constitution the
Cabinet Ministers occupied positions
as mere assistants to the President
and were not accountable to the Par-
liament of the country. He was dis-
cussing a statement ascribed to him
that American great headquarters had
sought to influence the shaping of the
German. constitution.

Herr Preuss declared that the press
had misquoted him slightly and that
he had not made any “revelations.”

“This is what happened,” the form.
er Minister said. “Soon after publica-
tion of my first draft a year ago I was
informed . indirectly that American
headquarters was actively interested in
the proposed charter, with which it al-
ready was familiar through a transla-
tion It was hinted that in view of
the numerous points of ressmblance
between the older American republic
aid fhe younger (German democracy
surprise prevailed in American circles
that my draft failed to follow the Am-
erican institutions din their essential
features,

“To this I replied that the very
points named revealed to my mind the
weaknesses in the American constitu-

“A further handicap, I believe, is to
be found in the condition providing
for Congressional elections during a
Presidential regime, which is bound to
result in a chronic conflict between
the government and Parliament, pre-
senting a condition which I consider
undesirable, viewed from any. stand-
paint.;..A parliamentary system . alone
guaranfees the necessary organic con-
nection between the government and
Parliament.”
A Berlin desgatch of January 13 quots
ed Herr Preuss as saying he consid-
ered the American constitution inferior
to the German document with respect
to certain points, and asserting that
he declined to adopt ‘the American
booty system, under which public jobs
are newly allotted after each elec-
tion.”
