Suspend Evacuation of Troops.

In the light of the developments
of the last few days, much s.gn.ficance
is attached to the suspension today
of the evacuation of British troops
from Southern ports. The Irish Offtice
expla ns that, the suspension was or-
dered, pending a decision regard ng
the extent of reinforcement to be gent
to Ulster. Sir James Craig, Ulster
Premier, announced tonight that the
Ulster garrison of British troops was
to be increased from ten. battaljons,
the previous number, to fourteen.

The week-end rioting in Belfast was
continwed today, the death roll from
Saturday being about twelve killed
and twenty or more wouunded. The
curfew was re-imposed tonight. The
shooting affrays in Belfast during the
past twenty-four hours. occurred over
a w dely extended area.

“[E VALERR STATEMENT

People Will Soon be Given
Opportunity to Declare for
or Against Treaty,

Dublin, Feb. 13—Arthur Griffith,
President of the Dall Eireann, in a
statement tonight, replying to various
essertions in Hamon De Valera's
speech of Sunday, declares that, with
respect to partition, De Valera him-
self gave an understanding note to
coerce Ulster, and that the arrange
ment in the treaty was the only one
that could be made without coercion.
Mr. De Valera was in full possession
of it before the signing of the treaty,
Mr. Griffiths adds, and made no ob

On the guestion of the treaty itself,
Mr. Grifith quotes Mr. De 'Valera's
statement that Bunday’s meeting was
to give the lle to the assertion that
the Irish people, of thelr own free
will, would accept the treaty, and says
there is only one adequate way where
by the people can show clearly wheth-
er they are for or against the treaty.

“The people will be given that op-
portunity at the eanliest possible mo
ment by an election,” the etatement
continnes. ‘They will decide and we
ehall abide by their decision™

Mr. Gritfith’'s statement, which s
set out In parallel columns with Mr.
Do Valera's assertions, also deals with
the question of the oath, Imperial
forces in Irish ports and financtal con-
trfbutions.
