Dugouts Made in Ancient Mound
Where Ancient Wartriors Lie. |

In the foreground of the British
troops’ view stands the Butte de War-
lencourt, the mysterious tumulus con-
<erning whose origin nobody upon the
countryside can tell one anything—
the burial place of captains and of
kings In wars outlived and forgotten.
It used to be a green hump rising
abruptly beside the big road, fifty feet

There was a path up its
slopes and a bench and an arbor on
its summit, and scars here ahd there
upon its flanks where antiquaries had

' burrowed into the pitch black tombs |

beneath it. It was a derelict of his-
tory adrift upon the sea of Time; but
now history has captured it and made
it fast forever.

At least two great dugouts for large
numbers of men have been located
within the Butte, and besides there
are the old sepulchral chambers where
German soldlers can sit among the
vallant dust, “dropped from the ruined
sides of kings,” and find shelter from
the tornado of our gups.
