Citizens Will Decide.
Mayor Little said that if the voters 

decided on a city hall on the McCor­
mick property more elaborate plans 
should be made for it than for city of­
fices on the present site. In that event 
he suggested offering prizes for com­
petitive plans from the best architects 
in the Dominion, and engaging a com­
petent firm of architects.to help the city 
judge the plans submitted.

Aids Cameron Wilson pointed out that 
an expenditure of $1,200 would be re­
quired for the votes and a considerable 
expenditure for the prize money. The 
chief argument for building now was 
that it would relieve unemployment. 
He believed this would right itself by 
spring. As the council had got along 
several years with the present office It 
might do so for a few more until prices 
came down. If they did decide to 
build they should do so on the present 
site, as the people had voted for it 
several times.

Funds Available $265,000.
Replying to this Mayor Little said
