Conference

The Aonual Addrese of the British Confer-

ence to the Societies placed under its pastoral

care, is this year unusslly interesting.

pulpit, on the platform, and in the press. Mr.

minister of twenty \hree-years statdiog. He has
latterly been stationed in some of the most im-
portent Circuite in Ensgland, in London and
elsewhere. Judging from his appearsnce when
we eaw him six years ago, we should sup-
pote he is now about forty-five years of age.
He is of medium height, short of reck, snd like
many healthful Eoglishmen of his years, inclined
to rotundity of physique. Mr. Colely’s face is
not an expressive one, when in a state of repose.
His festures do not bear the impress of vivacity,
depth or force of thought. Ia fact both in form
and feature be is what is called a plain man.
Mr. Coley is nevertheless one of the most popu-
lar public speskers in the three Kingdoms. Yet
be is not an orstor. He has not the gush, the
maguetism of oratory. But he is a most delight-
ful talker. His sermons are full of thcughts,
sometimes qoaint, sometimes philosophic, and
not unfrequently truiy poetic. His style is sen-
tentious and occasionally antithetic. His mean-
iag lies upon the surface of his language. His
beautiful conceptions are beautifully draped in
the simplest words. His manner as a speaker is
in perfect harmony with bis thought and lan-
guage. e is self possessed, calm, graceful in
gesticulations and the personification of ease.
He is by all odds the moat easy public speaker
we ever saw, It seems to us he could talk in the
pulpitall diy without beading his owa brow with
sweat or clcs'ng the eyelids of his besrers with
weariness. He is a most charming epeaker, acd
he holds bis audience with breathless atiention.
Hs is a bighly valued minister of the Metbodist
Cbaurch. :
The dreit of the Pastoral Address,when submit-
ted by Mr. Coley to the judgment of Conference
elicited bigh enconiums frcm some of ita ablest
members. It is somewhat of a lengthy snd els-
borate production. It will perhaps appear in full
in these co'umns in a future issue ; but it may not
be amiss to present the readers of the Wes’eyan
with an outline of its contents and with some
specimens of its beauties in this.number.
Commencing with the usual salutations, the
Addreas refers to the seazons of power snd re-
freshing voucheafed during the session of Con-
ference, to the gratifying improvement which
hes teken place in almost every Connexional de-
partment, and to the net increase of three thou-
sand one hundred and forty-six in the member-
ship of the Church in Great Britain, with twenty
thousand five hundred and ninety-six on trial,
and in the foreign field a et incresse to the
membership of t ree thourard three hundred
and twenty-eight. ‘The Addrees then proceeds
to show in spite of what disadvantages this
messure of success has becn achieved.
Method'sm is not now so largely alone as
formerly in its testimony to the truth es it is in
Jesus.
