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The Order of the Day being read, for the second reading of the Bill to provide
for the salary and travelling allowances of an additional Puisné Judge of the Court
of Queen's Bench in the Province of Manitoba;

The Bill was accordingly read a second time; and committed to a Committee of
the Whole flouse.

Resolved, That this House do immediately resolve itself into the said Commit-
tee.
