15 by the said Company for the purpose'of car-
rying the said Rail-road over or across any
public highway, the space of the'arch of any
such bridge shall be formed, and shal at al;
times be and be continued of* such breâdth

20 as to leave a clear open space under every
such arch of not less than ten feet, and of a
height from the surface of each public high-
way in the centre of such arch, of'not less
than twelve feet ; and that at ail places whe-e

25 it may he necessay. to erect, build, or make
any bridge or bridges for carry.ing any pub-
lic carriage road or highway ver the said
Rail-road, the ascent of every suchbridge for
the purpose of every such road, shall not be

30 more than one foot in twenty feet, and a
good and sufficient fence shall bé made on
each side of every such bridge, which fence
shall not be less than four feet above the
level of such bridge ; Provided always, that Proiso.

35 no land shall be taken by the said Company
from any public highway, but their right shall
be limited to the laying down, across, or
along the same, the rails and other con-
trivances forming part of the said Rail-road,

40 subject to the limitations mentioned in the
section, or any other part of this

Act.
