g the French film The Lacemaker. Yet it is clear that this idea is a
major flaw. Because Jenny is an unknown, the true relationship
between her and her brother is left as unexplored territory.

I sincerely hope that Paully found the second viewing of
Summer’s Children less devastating than the first. She viewed it
the first time with her real brother, only to go unrecognized by a
critic outside, who asked her how she likef the film. Paully was
stunned, leaving her brother to merely describe the film as an
“arduous experience”. Paully remained in bed for two days after
the premiere.

But there are new things in the wind now. Paully is already
planning a summer project of research in Nmrthern Alberta
communities like Athabasca and Lac La Biche. She wants to
acquaint herself with the people to write a dramatic interpretation
of their lives.
