The 1980s were particularly diffi­
cult for Hinds, culminating in the 
decision to finally speak out.

He gave his first political speech 
in 1990. He joined the group called 
Guyanese Action for Reform and De­
mocracy, eventually became its 
chairman and then agreed to stand 
for election as a candidate of the Peo­
ple’s Progressive Party. His party was 
successful and in 1992, he became 
Prime Minister.

iJust over 30 years ago a young stu­
dent from Guyana, a tiny South 
American country, arrived in 
Fredericton to study Chemical En­
gineering at UNB.

Samuel Hinds was told what to ex­
pect by officials of the DEMBA - 
Alcan Company that had provided a 
scholarship if he would later return 
home.

“New Brunswick would be a bit 
cool but it would be good for devel­
oping character,” they said.

Since 1963, Hinds has never 
looked back. He lived in Bridges 
House, made lasting friends with 
whom he still corresponds and 
gained a reputation for being disci­
plined and highly organized as a stu­
dent and affable and warm-hearted 
as a person.

He was awarded prizes for his out­
standing performance by the Engi­
neering Institute of Canada and the 
Chemical Institute of Canada. Upon 
graduation in 1967, he returned to 
Guyana to work as a process engi­
neer in the Aluminium industry.

When the Alcan subsidiary was 
nationalized, he remained with the 
company and was eventually pro­
moted to Divisional Superintendent 
for Product Quality, Research and 
Development.

For nearly twenty-five years, 
Hinds travelled around the world as 
an engineer, scientist and company 
representative.

Yet throughout this time, he was 
troubled by the political structures

He served 
as National President of the Con­
servative Party and President of 
Camp Associates Advertising Ltd in 
Toronto. He has received Canada’s 
highest civilian honour - the Order 
of Canada.
