'I am sick and tired 
of chasing stray dogs'
Sir : Is Mississauga getting 
too big to handle local 
matters?

As a taxpayer in the town I 
believe I have the right to 
say what is on my mind and 1 
hope other property owners 
around our area will agree 
with me.

I am getting sick and tired 
of chasing dogs away from 
our home since the sub­
division and apartments 
were put up north of the 
Dundas Highway near 
Erindale Station Road. We 
have too many dogs running 
around and most are not 
wearing tags. I have been 
buying dog tags for more 
than 15 years .. . why, I 
don’t know, since no one else 
seems to bother with them.

When I purchased my 
German Shepherd (he was 
seven weeks old at the time) 
13 years ago we built an 
enclosed runway so he would 
be protected from other dogs 
and kept on our own 
property.

Our dog lived 13 years and

was never let out to run on 
anyone else’s property

We now have a female 
German Shepherd. She is 
also put in the runway and 
has never been on any 
property other than our’s. If 
I can keep our dogs under 
control for more than 15 
years, why can’t other 
people who have dogs’ Why 
must I have to be outside all 
the time chasing away dogs?

We have an expensive 
picture window in our home 
and now it takes all 1 can do 
every day to stop my dog 
from going through it when 
she sees other dogs crossing 
our property.

We used to be able to sit 
outside in the summer with 
our dog on a long chain but 
not any more. Now we have 
all kinds of dogs — large and 
small — running around our 
yard.

I pity any child that got in 
their way. He could be 
knocked down and heaven 
only knows what could 
happen after that.

People just don’t realize 
the harm their dogs are 
doing to property — in fact a 
lot of them don’t care. They 
open their back door and let 
Rover out to do his thing on 
somebody else’s property. If 
these people were true dog 
lovers they would not let 
their pets run wild.

R is time the laws con­
cerning dogs who run wild 
are changed. This includes 
the animal shelter. I think 
each house in a new sub­
division should have a fence 
so children and dogs can 
play on their own property in 
safety. Or perhaps there 
should be stiffer fines for 
dogs who are picked up — 
$106 for the first time, $200 
thereafter. The fine now is 
far too little.

As a dog lover I was 
against picking up stray 
dogs for research but after 
seeing so many dogs killed 
and squashed on the high­
ways I would rather see

them picked up and put to 
sleep.

I have travelled through 
Streetsville many times and 
I very seldom see a dog 
running at large. 1 also give 
Streetsville a lot of credit for 
having such a clean town. 
Some members of our town 
council should take a drive 
through this town and see 
how clean it is. Perhaps they 
can pick up some ideas on 
how to keep Mississauga as 
clean.

As you enter Streetsville 
you àre greeted with a sign, 
that warns of a $200 fine for 
littering. Take note 
Mississauga, maybe we can 
dp the same. The parking), 
lots in our plazas are a 
disgrace.

We vote for people to our 
town council, hoping they 
will do good for our 
municipality. But I 
sometimes wonder if it is 
worth the bother to vote. 
When little matters come 
before them they arp tossed 
to one side and 
cillors do not 
interested.

Here’s hoping fotywssauga 
will do somethingabout all 
the dogs running at large. 
Oakville can do it, why not 
Mississauga?
