qualifications, and the School Inspector in his last

report states as follows, - "To-day I am glad to note

some improvement in the discipline as compared with

last vieit. The deportment of the pupils can still im-

prove to advantage. For instance (1) sitting Adle at

their desks when work is before them, (2) when called in

from recess several came straggling in several minutes

behind time, and reached to desks with hats on, taking

them off after a time when requested, &c. More vigor-

ous discipline is required but great caution is required

in lnforoing it. I am informed that when punished they

may not return for days and even weeks and that the
