A Historical Sketch of our Parish.

( Continued. )

I'N wi-iting this short sketch of the 
j- Church of the Ascension and its 
originators we feel that we cannot 

omit to mention here the name of 
one who, while occupying the posi­
tion of assistant minister, did much 
both by his faithful services and 
generous liberality to build up and 
strengthen the work of God in the 
Parish. The Rev. Charles L. F. 
F ensel came to the congregation 
in 1857. He had previously been 
assistant master in a private acad­
emy in Quebec, occupying at the 
same time the position of evening

lecturer in Trinity Church, that 
city.

Mr. Haensel was born in Germany 
in 179b. Feeling that he was called 
to enter the sacred ministry and 
evincing a strong desire to enter 
upon work in the foreign field, after 
due preparation he was finally ac­
cepted, ordained and sent out by the 
Church Missionary Society as its 
missionary to Sierra Leone. The 
unusually trying climate of that 
country, however, soon began to tell 
seriously upon his health an I he was 
obliged, after only a few years’ ser­
vice, to relinquish his work there. 
After some time spent in travel he 
came to Quebec and thence to Ham­
ilton For nine years he held the 
position of assistant minister of the 
Church of the Ascension, discharg­
ing with exemplary faithfulness and 
zeal the duties of his office, and en­
dearing himself to all with whom he 
was brought in contact bv his hearty 
geniality and the Christian kindliness 
of his character.

Leaving Hamilton in 1866 he 
again sought work in the eastern 
provinces, going first to Quebec and 
thence to New Brunswick.

For many years before his decease 
it had been his wish and prayer that 
he might be permitted to die in har­
ness and be spared from becoming, 
by lingering illness, a burden upon 
his friends. His wish was fully 
realized. On Sunday, the qth of 
January, 1876, while officiating at 
Carleton, N B., he was suddenly 
taken ill and passed quietly away on 
the following Thursday (Jan. 13), in
