The hero of several wars and fighter
in many good eauses was the late Briga-
dier General John J. Coppinger who
died in Washington on Nov. 4.  General
Coppinger was born in County Cork,
Ireland, Oct, 11, 1834, He belonged to
one of the most ancient and honorable
families in the south of Ireland. At an
early age he received a commission in a
yeomanry regiment then raised in Eng-
land for service in the Crimea, but was
mustered out at the close of hostilities
without seeing any astive service. A
gtaunch Catholie, ho was among the first
of Ireland's sons to volunteer for the
defense of the Pope’s temporal dominion
against the revolt promoted by the Gar-
ibaldians, Commissioned as a lieuten-
ant of the ’apal Zouaves, he gallantly
defended La Rocea gateway in 1860, and
was decorated for bravery.
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
