Our Saviour censured the Scribes and 
Pharisees more severely for their hypo­
crisy than for any other of their 
faults. He warned ills disciples
repeatedly : “Beware ye of the leaven 
of the Pharisees, which is hypo
crisy.” (St. Luke xil, I,) “ Wo, to you, 
Pharisees, because you tithe mint and 
rue every herb ; and pass over judg­
ment and the charity of God. Wo to 
you, because you are as sepulchres that 
appear not, and men that walk over, are 
not aware " (Luke xi, 42, 44). “ Beware 
of the scribes who devour the houses of 
widows under the pretense of long 
prayer ; these shall receive greater 
judgment " (Mark xii, 118, 10.) 41 Wo to 
you scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites 
because you are like to whited sepul­
chers, winch outwardly appear to men 
beautiful, buc within are full of dead 
men’s bones and of all filthiness.
