DEVELOPING MEN OF

What sort of men do we want our
children to turn out ?—that is the
firgt question. A hundred people
would give a hundred answers accord-
ing to the limited standpoint of each.
The business man would say: "I want
my son to become & successful mer-
chant ;" the cultured man would say :
“I want my son to become a perfect
gentleman ;" the religious-minded
man would say: “I want my son to

All this ie good as far as it goes, but
it is too narrow. A _more compre-
hensive view would ba this: ‘I want
my son to become intellactually
well-informed and clever, conscien
tious and morally upright, sanely
religious, strong and healthy, ener-
getioc and enterprising, cultivated in
taste and feeling.”
