Every day
they will pay for this. In the summer they want
raoge, fresh earth, rhade, water, seclueion, and
protection from vermio. An abundance of eggs
and broods of plump chickens, either for mar-
ket or the farmer’s own table, will result from
this care. It is not fessible to carry on the
poultry business on an enormous scale. Many
have tried it and failed ; but every farmer should
wake a couple of bundred dollars’ worth of
their products yearly.
