It was understood that the mem-
bers of the sub-committees were to
be composed of the other members nf
the councils of the minor municipali-
ties, all ex-councillors and all the
prominent residents of the various
municipalities. As the necessity is
urgent, it was felt that considerable
delay could be avoided and time saved
if an appeal could be made through
the newspapers of the county, request-
ing the different gentlemen, and . I
might say, ladies who.not only feel
that they are able to help, but all who
can help to at once see the head of
his or her municipality so that work
can be assigned at once to the appli-
cant,
