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THE SITUATION

The Germans continue their ad-
vance, and are now on the northern
bank of the Marne. They have also
extended their activity in the Cham-
vagne region east of Rheims. Ber-
lin now claims that 45,000 prisoners
have been taken to date, and over
four hundred guns. The position of
affairs is admitted to be .grave . by
both the French and British authori-
ties, but there is no sign of pessim-
ism. i

The Greeks 'made a shrewd blow
on the Macedonian front, capturing
fitteen /hundred, Germans and Bul-
garians, with quantities of war ma-
terials.

v 4 RESIDUE I{USSIA'__‘

That is-the name given to what
is left of the Russian Empire, by
Prof. Paul Rohrback, the German
historian. Lecturing before a large
audience in Berlin, he said: /

“Petrograd, shorn of the western
provinces, the Ukraine, and Bes-
sarabia, is only a rtesidue. Danger
from Russia in any shape is no long-
er to be feared by Germany. Rus-
sia’ is now a mere geographical con-
ception and nothing more. - And it
will never be anything else. Its pow-
ers of cohesion, reorganization and
reconstruction are gone forever.

“As a world power, Russia has
ceased to exist, and all the talk about
the great nation which has not yet
been destroyed is simply séntimental
rubbish. The nation no longer exists
save as an. inchoate mass. Residue-
Rugssia may still have 100,000,000
This looks stupendous,
but it contains no element of dangen.
The great resource and reliance of
Russia used to be her export of grain,
Residue-Russia does not posgsess
this. All the talk of' Russia’s inex-
haustible resources is a legend. Re-
sidue-Russia will be a commuhity of
peasants, 90 per cent. of them with
not too much fertile soil. It will b8
thickly pophlated, huge in area, but
politically, economically, financially,
and militarily weak—a stupid, apa-
thetic State of peasants

“In contrast to Residue-Russia,
the sundered territories are capable
of high development. The Ukraing
has the best prospect of developing
in, strength and economically. Her
harvests could easily be multiplied
threefold. \

“As regards Poland, the less said
the better, but it might be well if
Polish energies could be diverted to
Residue-Russia, where they
Polonise, Catholicise, and agitate to
their heart’s contgnt: That would be
a matter of indifference to us. The
laying low of the Russian wall may
be regarded by us as a masterly,
breaking through of the encircling
policy pursued against Germany. We

have now the other great task to dc:|

complish—the bursting of our sea
imprisonment in the West.”

CULTIVATED LAND
IN FRANCE RUINED

. Great Loss to Nation’s Food

Supply Results From the
the Renewed Fighting.

London, June 1.—Serious loss re-
sulted from the great battle in
France in the ruin of great areas of
land. behind. the ‘old British lines,
which were under ciiltivation by the
army. The British and French Food
Production departments were carry-
inz oeut on a large scale a schemma
for growing vegetables behind the
lines for the use of the soldiers.

The last official figures of the
land cultivated in this way  in_ the
zone of the British army was 50,000
acres, although in recent months the
figure has been much increased, A
great deal, of nmew work had Deen
done in the mneighborhood of Per-
onne, and at Ham, Epehy and near
Chauny, All this land had heen
ploughed with American tractor
ploughs and a great deal of it plant-
ed with potatoes.

5 OF IMPORY

Its Curtailment Now May
Retard Development
After the War

In 'a gpecial article in the New
York Sun, David Beecroft, of New
York, “who is editor of Automobile
Industries writes:

No great nation'can live unto it-‘
self. /

Our policy of sublime -isolation
has been ‘exploded. It is one of
the good results of the war,
Whether our industries. wish 1o
or mot, it now becomes a duty of eiti-
zenship to do those things that are
necessary for the permanency and
continued growth of the nation.
We must export automobiles and
other. products ' that other nations
need in order thaf we’can get from
these nations ~th¢ ‘raw ,materials
they produce that we.need to carry
on the war and to insure our per-
manency as a leader of nations.

We maust get from ‘Brazil the man-
ganese for the steel industry. We
must get from Brazil. coffee and
crude rubber. To get these Brazil
demands our automobiles and ‘trucks:
she needs them. When she insists
on them she must receive them.
We: cannot get along without the
manganese or the rubber or the
coffee. These raw materials are. es-
sential to our national existence.
“We must have- the  nitrates
from Chile. They are needed in the
manufacture of explosives, = They
are needed as fertilizers to produce
more food. Chile, wants .QUr. . cars:
and trucks. It is ‘then essential
‘that we furnish them .for Chile, be-
cause without them we are robbed
of certain indispensable war ;essen-
tials. ‘

Augtralia has  voted . that the
automobile " is essendtial to its  na-
tional exisience. A ‘canvass has
shown that 84 per cent. of Jits auto-
mobiles are used in useful and_\ne_-
~cessary avenue of life. Australia is
more in war than any other country
yvith the possible .exception of Bel-
gium. With a population of 5,~q00.-
000 she has given 500,000 soldiers.
On that basis we will have to send
over 10,000,000 men into the war
.zone. With the big drain on ‘her
| population Australia has recognized
the essential aspect of the a.u.tmno-
bile.

Unnecessary curtailment of th?
automobile industry at home is one
step in reducing our natiomal effic-
iency, one step in retarding our nec-
essary development after the {war.
The war has laid mauch of the
foreign automobile t_rade in ‘our
lap, and our. problem is to hold it.
To build it the industry at home
must be kept going. We ~must
'build for foreign demand as well as
‘for home demand.

ThHe KEuropean belligerents have
11 drafted and are now working up-
n broad plans ' of reconstruction,
nd the fundamental in' all ‘these
econstruction plans is conveying
the raw products of the world ‘a_nd
securing control of thoge supplies
that will not only be meeded for Te-
construction but for  building for
the future.

After the war the control of the
raw materials of the world will be
one of the strongest possessl_ons of’
any nation. That control will = be
‘one of the most potent forces . for
retajning and . increasing .foreign
trade. - Of 'what value will onr
gmerchant marine be without‘a for-
eign commerce to keep it going.
