Burlington, Ia., Aug. 10.—The me­
teorologist, Prof. Fisher, says one of the 
greatest storm periods of 1886 will begin 
on Aug. 16 and continue till the 27th, 
during which the great drouth will lie 
completely broken by heavy rains, hail, 
tornadoes, and heavy gales. A tropical 
hurricane will occur on the south-east 
Atlantic coast between the 16th and 20th. 
The storms will be general, and Iowa, 
Illinois, the New England States, and 
Eastern Canada, and Labrador will be in 
the danger path. Vivid sun spots will 
appear from the 16th to the 24th, and 
brilliant auroras on the 20th and 23rd.

Quebec, Aug. 13.—Rome has finally 
spoken upon the question of Knights of 
Labor. The society is unequivocally con­
demned by the Holy See and the bishops 
of the church are enjoined to proceed 
against it as against all secret societies 
under papal ban. Cardinal Taschereau 
has just communicated this decision to 
the public here in the shape of a letter 
which, as metropolitan of the ecclesiastical 
province of Quebqp, he appears to have 
addressed to his suffragan bishops on the 
31st ult.

While a procession of Orangemen was 
passing through the streets of London­
derry recently two bottles filled with gun­
powder and with lighted fuses were 
thrown into their ranks. The bottles 
were destroyed, before an explosion could 
occur. The Orangemen were also attack­
ed while they were parading on the fa­
mous promenade made by the old Town 
Wall. Here they were openly and sav­
agely stoned by the mob. During the 
melee, Rev. Thomas O. Lyphert, canon of 
the Episcopal cathedral, and several other 
citizens were wounded. The excitement 
is reaching a dangerous height.

A despatch from Leig, Lancashire, 
states that a terrible explosion occurred 
this morning in Wood End colliery, At 
that place one hundred and forty miners 
were below at the tinte end many of them 
were shockingly burned. Two corpses 
have been already recovered from the 
mine, and it is fee l ed many more will be 
fonnd. i

London, Aug. 12.—The number of 
miners killed by the explosion in the 
Wood End colliery at Leigh, yesterday, 
ia now placed at 36. The bodies of 21 
have been recovered.

The first tea train conveying the car­
goes of the W- B. Flint arrived in Mon­
treal ahead of the schedule time, having 
been seven days from Vancouver to S(on- 
treal, The vessel left Yokohama on the 
19th of June, arrived^ Vancouver on the 
28th of July, and on the 30th the first 
train conveying part of the cargo, and con­
sisting of 10 cars was despatched for the 
east.

During yesterday two 
opposing mobs i l an outlying ‘ district 
managed to elude the police and retired 
to a sheltered field where for an hour 
there was a desperate melee. Both parties 
claimed a victor)-. It is believed that 
two persons were killed, and that their 
bodies’ were smuggled to their homes. 
One witness declares that 60 persons were 
shot, mauy_of whom died. It was evident 
that each party intended to annihilate 
the other. The mobs were dispersed by 
the military and police. It is reported 
that during a commotion on Shankhill 
the police were preparing to fire when 
they were confronted by the military and 
peremptorily ordered to retire. The po­
lice lowered their rifles and the military 
commander succeeded in urgingtherioters, 
most of whom, it is believed were Protes­
tants, to return to their homes. A certain 
man was chased four horns by a mob 
thirsting for his blood, but lie eluded his 
pursuers after a desperate effort. When 
nearly succumbing to exhaustion the po­
lice rescued him by charging bis pursuers 
at the point of the bayonet. A boy was 
,chased by a mob on emerging from the 
back entrance of a factoiy and badly 
beaten. The girl who was wounded at 
noon yesterday is dying. The to«’n was 
apparently quiet last night, but mischief 
is smouldering, and it is thought the riot­
ers are watching their chance to renew 
hostilities. The military occupy the 
street. Further reinforcements have been 
requested. The Orangemen are bitterly 
incensed against the county police. They 
are alleged to be in sympathy with the 
Catholics. Fifty rioters have been sen, 
tenced to terms of imprisonment ranging 
from one to six months.
