TURNIPS AND TURNIP CUL=
TURE.

BY A.P. KETCHEN, BRUCEFIELD.

Turnips have long been, and still
are, held in high esteem by the
best feeders of stock, both in the
O!d Country and this. In fact they
are tho mainstay of the British
farmer. If the turnips are a good
crop, he has a prosperous year ; but,
on the other hand, if they fail, he
reports a deficit in the treasury.
This crop, perbaps more thaun any
other, has been the subject of dis-
cussion in the agricultural press and
at farmers’ meetings. One of the
first objections to them is the large
amount of labor they entail; true,
but then it must be remembered that
no good thing can be obtained for
nothing, and if the profit correspords
to the labor there is no ceuse for
complaint. Again, we hear a great
deal about the lsrge amount of water
they contain. Grass itself contains
80 per cent. of waler, and grass is,

In fact
it is largely o their succulent nature
that turnips owas their value as a
food, Itis alwavs noticeable that
cattle fed a small quantity of turnips
have a s'eck, healthy appearance.

Ibo turnips improve their digestion

and enable them to digest the coarse

feed given them aud turn- it into a
marketable product, whether beef or
milk, to a better advantage than can

be dono without them. Another
point in favor of - wurcips is that
cattle always relish them. I have
scen cattle that were fed a heavy

ration of meal get so tired of it that
they would refuse to eat a bite of
meal and go off their feed altogether
for & week or ten days. Now, this
m-ans & heavy loss to the feede:.
Not 2aly does he lose the time, but
be will lose a good many pounds of
beef, which costs him time and
money to produce. Not so with
cattle fed a ration which contains a
reasonable araount of turnips. They
have always a healthy, vigorous ap-
petite, and are always ready and
eager for their food. Even in the
warm, close days in May, towards
the close of the feeding season,
these cattle will thrive and take on
flesh, when without the turnips youm
can scarcely' coax them tu take
enough meal to keep them from
losing in weight. Another point in
favor of & root crop is that it cleans

the land. It is an indirputable fact

that ir order to obtain the best re

sults from our land, we must keep it
free from all foul weeds, and in order
to do this we must either summer.
fallow or hoe. Now, it just takes
about the same amouut of team
labor to prepare a field for roots that
it does to work a summerfallow.

This leaves us the crop for the hoeing
and harvesting. Taking an average

crop of turnips to be 600 bushels
per acre, and Lheir vaiue to be five
cents per bushel, which is very low,
it gives us $30 per acre for the hoe-
ing and harvesting. Surely a man
ought to make good wages at that!

And now for a word as to the best
methods of culture. The prepara=
tion of the soil should commence
immediately after the removul of the
previous crop by gang ploving
thoroughly, Allow it to le long
enough for the most of the rubbish
to germinate, and then plow it well.
Pains should be taken with the plow-
ing, as a litile extra time taken then
will save a lot of time and labor the
next summer, It is a good plan to
plow it as soon as possible after
seeding. Harrow and roli, and then
leave it till about the 10th of Juwe.
This will help to kiill the weeds,
After applying the manure, plow it
well and work it up fine.- You can-
not make the land too fine and
wmellow. The turnips will amply re-
pay any extra labor put on the land.
Drill it up about 28 inches apart and
sow. Itis a gid plan to soak ths
seed for ab.ut ten honrs in cosl oil
before sowing. The flies will not be
nearly so hard on thz turnips if this
Is done. We always roll the drills
afier sowing, to press the earth close
up to the seed; it will make it come
up better. The horse hoe shouli be
kept goirg through the turnips as
often as peossible, even if there are
no wecds to cut; it stimulates the
plants to inoreased growth every
time the land is stirred up around
the roots.

There are many ways of harvest.
ing turnips—in fact, nearly every
min has & way of his own; but the
plan we have always followed has
beeu to top them with the hoe and
plow them out, using an iron plow
without the mould-board. If the
weather is favorable this way works
well; but if it is wet and the lgnd
sticky, we pull and top them by
hand .—Farmer's Advocate.

forit. A mixture of Port and cement
and fine, c'ean gravel makes one
that will last a lifetime, and let
nothing run to waste. Oan perparing
to lay such a one be sure 10 have the
ground level drained sround your
stable, make a good level hottom
with a slant of iwo inches from
manger to drop. Lay a course of
cobble stoncs a8 near a size as pos-
sible, pour over them a mortar of
common lime and coarse sand thin
ecough to run in'o and fill all holes.
Work thisin with & coarse broom,
leaving the top rough; let shis dry,
then mix and put on a finishing coat,
Portland cement, one part ; and fine,
clean gravel, five pa-ts; wix firs
while dry, then add water and work
until thorougtly wet, then spread
uver the stones to a depth of about
two inches. An iron snow shovel
will give the quickest and nicest
possible finish, To make the dro),
lay the cement against a bevellrd
scantling ; this is better and much
cheaper and casier than putting in
curb stones. The gutter or \rench
should be not less than six inches
deep and two feet wide, behind this
lay cedar blocke, in sand, cut four
inches long. These should be laid
nearly as bigh as the main flsor
slacting the trench up to them ; this
is more convenient and -easier to
clean out than a square ome. Ib
usivg this fora horse s:able we
would make i% strorger; four paits
of gravel to one of cement, when
bardened, would withstand the
sharpest calks. Cemeant floors shound
be made in summer or early fall, as a
frost preveats them from hardening ;
sprinkling with water quickens the
process. The cost of such a floor is
little more than plank, and thery's
0o home for vermin under them.
We have used such a one as this for
three years, and it has given perfect
satisfaction. —Farmer’s  Advocate.

keep it in order as much as does
the scythe io the hands of the
mower. Take it up at nvon each
day and give i5 a touch of the
grindstone. Some gardners doing
nice work, carry a file in the pocket
with which to set an edge as needed.

Then, keep the hoe bright, not
only by use but by care. I laid
down even f{or a brief time only it
should ve cleaned bright anddry.
It should rever be left out over
night, nor hung ina damp atmos-
phere. For workin a fino soll this
care is absolutely necessary in order
for it to scour bright in use, and
scale through the loosened earth
easily. These may seem trivial
matters, but there is pleasure as
well as money from keeping the hoe
in order. The man who keeps his
hoe sharp never finds the work
dull, A rusty ho3 will disgust any
boy of pluck with life ona farm.
