MANY MINERS .
KILLED BYE XPLOSION

Houndreds of Men Caught in
Rikovoski Mine at Yousov,
Russia.

Fire broke out in the Rikovoski mine,
which yesterday was the scene of an
ekplosion of gas that resulted in =
heavy loss.of life. The work of rescue
and fighting the fire is heing condoc:-
ed under the greatest ‘difficulties. Over
200 men remain down in the mine
shut in by falling earth, while 160 boa-
ies have already been brought out.

Seventy five swounded were removegd
to the hospitals and of these ten are
now dead and many more are dying.
It is believed that the present number
of dead wili be increased by sevanty
five. The explosion occurred just after
the night shift entered the mine. The
1ast twenty men of the shift were
still in the cage at the bottom of the
shaft and they were drawn to the sur-
face uninjured. Rescue parties were
at once organized and commenced to
g0 down. Six of the rescuers were
3uffocated. Others bravely continuead
the work. In the meantime five thous
an miners who had gathered at the
head of the shaft became so excited
that troops had to be summoned. They
cleared the ground and today allow
omy members of the families of the
victims to come within their cordon.
Heartrending scenes are witnessed as
mangled bodies of dead men are be-
ing brought to the surface and given
over to bereaved women. Many of the
wounded are mad from the shock.
The cause of the explosion is not
known.

It can ‘be easily repaired and
will be running Monday.
