IN WARD 3.
Fine Organization Meeting Held 

by Citizens’ Committee.

Temperance Candidates For Con- 
Irollerships the Speakers.

Good Hotels and Fewer Saloons 
Is the Battle Cry.

That the temperance worker* of ward 
3 will make a determined effort to elect 
aldermen favorable to license reduction 
was evinced last night when a large and 
enthusiastic gathering of the workers 
was held in the Sunday school room of 
Charlton Avenue Methodist Church for 
the purpose of organizing for the coming 
'municipal campaign. The consensus of 
opinion among all the speakers was that 
with n’proper organization throughout 
the city it Would be an easy matter to 
elect a majority of temperance aider- 
men, judging from the success that the 
temperance candidates met with last 
year. The drift of all the speeches was 
that a straight temperance fight should 
be made and to set aside polities, the 
power question and other issues.

Aid. Peregrine expressed the opinion 
that the question of the reduction of li­
censes was a live one. and one in which 
all citizen* were interested, directly or 
indirectly. He stated that good hotel* 
were necessary, but there was no good 
TfMon for a lot of saloons to lie in ex­
istence. The evil in connection with the 
liquor traffic was being manifested by 
the revelations in the Police Court every 
day. During the last week four mur­
ders and one suicide were committed by 
people under the influence of liquor. 
People connected with the traffic ad 
milled that it was a degenerating busi­
ness, but could not see why they should 
not engage in that business as well as 
any other. The trouble lay with the 
license system, which was wrong, and 
would continue so as long as good tem­
pérance workers were not elected. As 
Jlpon as the heads of the Government 

the consensus of public opinion in 
fàvor of the reduction of licenses, they 
"*ould rise up and declare the liquor 
traffic wrong. The speaker, in alluding 
to politics in municipal affairs, said a 
Noticeable feature of this year’s council 
was the absence of party politics. He 
also commented upon the good work 
done by the Finance Committee, this be­
ing the first year in the last five that 
there was no overdraft, and everything 
was in good shape.

Aid. north Mid that the members of 
the Council had served the <*ty well, and 
each member was a strong business man. 
all well able to conduct the city's affairs.

He had been chosen to represent Ward 
and if he was elected again he would 
work for the beiri. interest of Hamilton. 
He would also investigate the state of 
accommodation offered by the so-called 
hotels on tli* market. Some, he believed, 
were simply saloon*, offering no accom­
modation. and he would see that all ga»e 
proper hotel accommodation. He said 
Hamilton would be better if a liberal re­
duction of licenses took place.

Aid. Lees, also a Citizens’ Campaign 
Committee candidate tor a Contrdller- 
ship, said that the temperance cause 
had been making progress for the last 
thirty years, and the indications for the 
coming campaign were brighter then 
ever. The only way to reduce the num­
ber of license* was to elect men to the 
Council who nil had one specific object 
in view. The speaker thought, it could 
lie easily done, as last year the small 
efforts put forth by the committee al­
most met with success. He agreed with 
Aid. Peregrine that the power question 
and politic* should he cut out. Reliable 
and capable men should be chosen to the 
Council, and the isauce should be left 
with them to dispose of to the best of 
their ability. In conclusion lie said he 
had the same platform of principles as 
last year, ami he thought- ail the workers 
should advocate a straight te-mperanco 
issue st the election.

Aid. Cooper was the next speaker, and 
in referring to the scarcity of candidates 
aaid that one reason why a lot of men 
refused to enter the field was the unkind 
word* and criticism. The city of Ham­
ilton needed broad-minded business men. 
not men tied up by the power or tem­
perance question, but men who can carry 
on the business of the city in a business­
like way. The speaker pointed out that 
the liquor traffic was a detriment, to 
social and inora-l reform, and the time 
was at hand to curtail the saloons and 
to have good hotels.

Rev. A. H. Going, Rev. W. J. Smith. 
Eric Bower and others also e-poke briefly.

The officers elected were:

Stanley Smith. Secretary.
D. M. Brown, Treasurer.
The Executive Committee will consistf 

of two representatives from each church 
in the ward.
