The Chinese steel corvette Ninthin has
been launched at Kiel, She carries ten Arm-
strong guns and a torpedo | oat.

The occupation of Sontay has been effected
by the French force withoat any resistance,
the Chinese having evacuated the position cn
tne advance of the Fremch. The Cninese
forces have been concentrated twenty miles
above Sontay.

Toe Kinu of Abyssinia is massing troops at
Adua, and threateming Massowah, It is
stated that about the 1st of December some
Abyssinian chiefs attacked an entrenched
Eg):'ptlaﬂ position near Massowah and massa-
cred 500 Egybuians. It is reported thag
Abvesinia is making war preparations on a
large ecale,

A Saigon despatch savs :—According to ad-
vices from Hu¢ dated tne 14th inst., Yoecduae
has been proclaimed Kiog of Anuvam.

The negroes had organ-

ized, and under cover of the intense darkness
of the mght shot down these gentlemen, who
refrained from shooting because the streets

were full of boys and men not connected with

the difficulty, and to have fired would, per-

haps, have been to kill many innocent per-

sons. Only one of the negroes has been ap-

prehended. At a meeting of the City*Coun-

cil held to-day, upon a full investigation of

the causes leading to the ditficulty, they de-
clared it was the result of a personal alter-

cation between John T. Posey and John
James, and that the friends of both parties
were drawn into the conflict, but that neither
politics nor race prejudicea actuated either
pavty. JohnJames, the leading negro in the
difficulty last nigkt, was killed this morsing.

While his arrest was being attempted he
fired three times, and was killed by the citi-
zens who were trying to arrest him.

The experiments with the new rifle which
it 1s proposed to put into the hands of the
British troops in pluce of ‘the Martiui-Henry
are now completed, and commanding officers
of corps, to which a limited number was
1ssued for the purpose of submitting them to
an exhaastive test, nnder varying conditions,
have beea ordered to make their report forth-
with., The tests have been carried out at the
principal military stations with very satisfac-
tory results, and though the new weapon is a
little heavier (about 6 0z.) than the Martini-
Henry, it is claimed that it possesses
advantages over the numerous patterns of
rifles postessed by Continental armies, 1ts
muzzle velocity being 1,570 feet per second,
while its penetrative power 1s shown in the
fact that a bullet from it will penetrate a
}-inch iron plate at 200 yards. Among the
other advantages of the new rifle, the breech
action of whicn is the same in principle as
the Martini-Henry, are these :—*‘ To prevent
the inconvenience experienced in holding the
rile when the barrel is heated by
long-sustained or rapid fiting, a hand-
guard of wood is fitted to it. The leai
of the back-sight is graduated and marked
on the left side in ranges from 500 to 1,500
vards. The long lines on the right side divide
those ranges iuto hali-hundreds, and theshort
lines into quarters : so that there is a line for
every 25, 50, and 75 yards between the hun-
dreds, from 500 and upwards. A wind-gauge
is attiched to a slide, and moves in either
direction, It s considered that the smaller
gradations on the leaf of the back sight will
enable aso'dier to correct his elevations more
readily, while the wind-gauge will enabie
him to make allowance for wind and
deflection without laying off the target.
A back sight for IJong-range shoot-
ing is fixed to the whole of the ex-
perimental barrels, and a long-range front
sight from 1,000 to 2,000 yards is issued with
each rifle, sccured to the apper band by a
spring. Two quick loaders, each holdiing six
cartridges, are also 1ssued with the rifle,
which, when required for use,are hung on the
side of the body of the action. This quick-
loader is acted upon by a zig-zag spring,
which always presses one cartridge to the
onening in & convenient position for the sol-
dier to load bv the pressure of the spring
forcyng the builet up the inclined plane.™
The present service weapon, the Martini-
Henry, was adopted for the army in 1869.
