DEATH OF GEN. TAYLOR, PRESI-

DENTOF THE UNITED STATES.

New York, July 10.

The President died at 35 minutes past
ten o’clock, last night. His death was calm
and, peaceful. The Vice President. the
Mayor of the city, the Attorney General,
Physicians and family, surrounded his bed.
General Taylor's last worde were, “ I am
prepared, I have endeavored to do my du-
ty.” The Cabinet will this morning eom-
municate to Congress the death of the Pre-
sident. The Executive departments are
all closed. Tbhe remains of the President
will be exhibited in state, at the Executive
mansion, till the day of the funeral, which
will be on Satiirday.  Col. Blies is critical -
ly ill with cholera. Several deaths from
same direnre have occurred.

The Buffailo Commercial JAdvertiser says:
—=4 The intelligence of the alarminging ill—
ness and death of President Taylor has
come upon us so suddenly and unexpected-
ly, that we are wholly unprepared for the
great calamity which has fallen upon the
nation. While all eyes were turned to
him with hope and comfidence, in the pres-
ent eventful crisis in the affairs of the coun-
try—while all lnoked to him to guide the
ship of State amid the storm in which it is
now involved, God in his Previdence, has
seen fit to withdraw him from his post of
duty, and a whole people mourn the die-
pensation. All hearts are oppre<sed with
the greatness of the calamity, and sadness
is upon every brow. Neverdid we ob-
serve & feeling of mouraful solemnity co
pegyading as now. ‘Gen. Tayjor was just
the man for the times. Ilis gecgraphical
position—his personal popularity—his stern
and unbounding devotion to the right—his
conscientious discharge of duty—his unsul-
lied character—his ardent patriotism, and
love for the Union—all combined to render

this great nation, of a crisis when s0 many
of these qualifications would be called into
requisition. In him the people of every
section had confidence that he would not
permit the “ Commonwealth to suffer detri-
ment,” at the hands of internal or external
foes. But he hias gone—his mortality has
put on immortality—and an entire people
are wrapped in grief for they feel that
their's is the loss in his death.

The effect which this affli~tive event
will have upon the political affsire of the
conntry cannot now be estimated. All
fear that it will be unfavorable to an amica-
ble adjnstment of the pending difficalties, in
conseqnence of the withdrawal of the perso-
nal and sectional influence of Gen. Taylor.

BILL.

An Act to amend the Criminal Law in re-
lation to Capital Punishment.

Whereas it is expedient that ample time
should be allowed between the passing
of sentence of death onany person and the
execution of such sentence, for the dis-
covery of any error in the proceedings st
the trial or otherwise, before it be too late
o remedy the conseqnences of such error:
Be 1t therefore enacted, &ec.

That when any pereon shall be convicted
of any erime punishable with death and
t d to such punish , he shall at
the same time be sentenced to hard labour
in the Provincial Penitentiary until such
punishment of death shall be inflicted.

II. And be it enacted, T'hat no person so
imprisoned shall be executed in pursusnce
of such sentence within one year from the
day such sentence.of death was passed, nor
until the whole record of such proceedings
or case, shall be certified by the Clerk of
raid Court, under the sesl thereof, to the
Governor, nor until a warrant shall be issued
by the Governor, under the great seal of
this Province, directed to the Sheriffof the
County wherein the Provincial Penitentiary
is situated, commnading the Bheriff to
cauvse the sentence of death to be carried
into execution in his County, which war-
rant the Sheriff shall obey. _
111. And be it enacted, {'hn any person
under sentence of death at the time of  the
passing of this Act, shall be conveyed to
the Provincial Penitentiary, there to be
confined at hard labour until the expiration
of one year from the time of his sentence,
and ontil the sentence of death shall be
executed; and the Governor shall issue his
warrant autherizing eand requiring such

conveyance and confinement, and such per-
son may thereafter be dealt with as if sen-
tenced after the passing of this Act,

DREADFUL FIRE v PHILADELPHIA
i Philadelphia, July 1.
One of the most destructive conflagra-
tions that ever occurred in this city, was
witnessed pesterday. The fire first broke
out at half past 4, p.m. in the first story of
Store No. 98, North Delaware Avenue.—*
Three terrific explosions took place, origin-
ating, 1t is suppreed, from about 1000 bags
Saltpetre stowed in Bucke warehouse.
Delaware Avenve was completely filled
with a maes of human beings ; among
whom were several hundreds of noble and
gellant firemen. The firet explosion did
oot seem to cause much excitement or fear;
nor did the second, except some slight fears
for rafety, when the mass moved towards
the last end of the wharf. The third ex-
plosion, bowever, proved the death of many
men, women and children. In Delaware
Avenue and Water Street, the sceno pre-
sented was appalling in the extreme.—
When the third and last explosion of Salt-
petre occured, the rush for life was terrific ;
many were forced over the wharf into the
Delaware, while a great number jumped
into the river to shield themselves from the
bricks and timber from the burning stores.
The list of persons, whoes propérty has
been destroyed, occupies a column of one
of the morning papers. There must bave
been at least 30 persons killed. The ap-
pearance presented by some of the bodies,
was shocking in the extreffle ; some 30
more will probably did.

The number wounded cannot be less than
300. We estimate the loss ab four mitlions
of dollare. About 400 houses has been
consumed.— Colonist Report.
