The following from the report of In­
spector Marling to the Educational De­
partment, anent the Goderich High 
School, is a high tribute to the success 
of the institution, and the efficiency 
work performed by the Head Master 
and his assistants:

Accommodations.—The premises are 
in good condition. No change to note 
since last inspection.

EqviFKMKNT. -—There is a sufficient sup­
ply of material. About 160 volumes in 
the reference Library.

Organization. — Separate Board. 
There arc 3 Lower School Forms, and 
one in the upper School. One third are 
non-residents. Nineteen have taught. 
Thirteen have passed the July intermed­
iate. Six obtained HI class certificates. 
Three matriculated in the University 
Junior Matriculation. One at Senior 
Matriculation. One Matriculated Vic­
toria University, all took honors, one, a 
double avolarship, one passed the exam­
ination Surveying, one the second year 
in Knox College, one preparing for 
year or senior Matriculation one for 
Junior Matriculation Toronto, one for 
Victoria University in September. Two 
for the medical Council in April. Town 
pays $1960 to the High School Ne 
fees, no reports, no prizes A vigorous 
Literary Society.

Remarks..—I invite attention to the 
good work this school is doing in pre­
paring pupils for the University, and to 
the distinctions many of them gain there­
at. The improved status of the Gode­
rich High School is a proof, if any were 
needed, of the stimulus imparted by the 
Intermediate examination; whether a 
healthy stimulus in all respects is a fair 
question for consideration. The master 
complains that they are too much exam­
ined, but I think it does them good. .

Is an excellent article on curling, - in 
which we recognize a well-known author­
ity, the New York Herald remarks that 
cutting has a distinct nomenclature of 
its own, many of ttik terms used being 
evidently of Teutonic, Gallic vr Scandi­
navian origin, such as “brough,” “bun­
ker,” “bonspiel," “crainpit.” “colly, ’
“inwiok,” “skip,’N “hack,”" Ac.; but 
when the game is b*ng played there is 
then" no .doubt as ta the nationally ot 
the language used for encouragement or 
direction of the plsÿen by the skips,
American as well «"Teutons often uiak - 
ing Scotsmen wonder if they liad so­
journed for a while among the “heathtr 
hills” of auld Scotia. Few games ere 
more delightful than the curler’s sport 
during the calm daÿ» of severe winter 
weather, and the recollection of such 
days, with their mefnories of battle and 
victory, and, perhaps, the inspiration al­
so of the festive gathering when the 
spiel is over, has prompted many a loom 
poet curler to sing m honor of bis loved 
pastime, and many pleasant ditties are 
the result» of such inspiration. There is 
no mutual admiration about curling, as 
all its legislation and practice are t.,r 
“the greatest good to the greatest nu . 
ber. ” All distinction ot rauK of socia 
position vanish before the all absorbing 
interest of the game. The best curler •. 
most emphatically the beat nan on the 
ice, be he in broiidcloth or homespun, 
and many amusing scenes have taxée 
place in conseauenoe, the minister being 
asked by hie sexton, after a careless pln>,
“What’s wrang wi’ ye, mon? Ye’re 
through a* ide, roarin’, ragin’ altoge­
ther.” And the laird has been ordered 
by his gardener to “jiet play a nice canny 
shot to my broom; dinna ye play over 
strong, and we’ll eoop ye up;” or lo 
“chap an egg there, and no flee 
the port.” If yon cannot curl then 
at curling yoji are nobody, n. 
matter how long your pedigree or your 
purse. Twenty rinks have played on 
the Central Part lake at one time, con­
sisting of eight men each—160 men in 
all—and then the welkin would ring 
with the boom of the stones and the 
cheering cries of the skips. With the 
skip rests the principal direction of the 
game, and to be proficient be must not 
only be a good player, but a cool, clear­
headed director, with good balance as to 
temper—not too easily elated by a good 
shot or depressed by a bad one. An on­
looker is somewhat puzzled by the di­
rections given, and may hear such as 
“Be canny, noo;” “Tak ye’re wall o’t;”
