To the Editor of THE SIGNAL,
Putiing our horses and waggons on
board the ferry we crossed the river with
its rod, dirty-looking water, and once on
the other side continued onour journey.
The country through which we now
passed was entirely destitute of inhabi
tauts, but fortuneately there was lots of
teed for our horses, and for two weeks
we made good headway, mesting with no
difficulties or incidents worth recording.
A couple Jf hundred miles were thus
gone over in comparative ease.
As Tom Woodliffe was a capital musi-
cian, he frequently entertain us at
night on his clartonet while all sat
round our cheerful camp-tire Wfter the
day’s tramp was brought to a close, and
as the delightful strains of such airs as
**The tirl I left Behind Me,” or ‘*“Home
Sweet Home,” floated o'er the vast
pluins, with alwost & sacred stillness
prevailing more or less, none of us could
help being affected by the rare and
novel scenes with which we were sur-
rounded.
Tais pleasant state of affairs was at
last interrupted. by a moet violent
hail storm, great luwps of frozen snow
pelting un both man and beast that it
really bacame impossible for a time to
woeve on, while several of the horses ac
tually turned tail and ran off a long way
in an opposite direction. After this
another twenty-four houcs brought us to
Fort Kearney,where we halted for a day
to make some necessary repairs toour
ouatfit, and shoe our horses. As less than
a dozen people comprised the whole
place, no inducements existed for our
staying any longer. Pursuing the even
tenor of our way for another two weeks,
we came. 10 sizhi of a large party of
Mormon emigrants bound for Sait Lake,
and for days and n.ghts we travelled and
camped alongside of each other, till we
reached Fort Laramie, a small trading
fortof little or no importance and possess-
ing unty a few inhab‘tants, a doctor be-
ing included in the number.

DOWN WITH CROLERA,

About a day or ro befora we reached
this place I noticed some peopls fanning
& sick man in one of the Mormon wag
gous near me, and before night he died,
and on learning that his death was
csused by cholera, we were all more or
less alarmed. The poor fellow wasim-
mediately buried. A few hours after, I
was stricken down with the disease, the
first symptome being entire loss of appe
tite, contraction of the muscles, followed
by great difficulty in moviug my jaws;
in fact, I felt generally queer all over.
About a quart of brandy was poured
down me, but I declare with no more
effect than water,for [ hardly tasted it. I
also swaliowed pretty near all the reme-
dies in the shape of pills and powders
that we had by us, vntil I had the con-
tents of our medicine chest very migh
exhausted. As soon as the Fort was
reached the docter was consulted, and
our worst fears were realized, being told
he could do nothing for me, as my case
was perfectly hopeless. Under these cir-
cumstances it was deemed best to push
on, as delay could do me no good, and a
few hours would perhapa decide my fate.
Before leaving, the doctor kindly gave
me a bottle of wine, for which he would
take no remuneration, and which I was
to drink in case I should recover, but
which he quietly told my companicns,
was just about imrpossible.
