W. J. Tretheway was Awarded 
$100,000 For Making Sale 

of Mine.

Toronto, September 26.—Mr. W. J. 
Tretheway succeeded in obtaining 
judgment for $100,000, by order of 
Mr. Justice Riddell, in the non-jury 
Assize Court, yesterday afternoon, 
against his cousin, Mr. W. G. Trethe­
way. The case arose out of the sale 
of the Cobalt mine, known as “J. B. 
7,” in which Mr. M. G. Tretheway was 
tlie principal shareholder. Plaintiff, 
r-tdimed fbat w bptlon WhW
cousin’s holdings, at $600,000, subject 
to a satisfactory report from the 
purchaser’s engineer. . On the com- 
plno itefo hm c shm sc hm sc hmscc 
pletion of the sale, plaintiff was to 
receive $100,000 commission. The 
agreement was not reduced to writ­
ing, as the defendant insisted that his 
word was as good as his bond. Plain­
tiff interested M-r. Clarence McCuaig, 
of Montreal, in the offer, and as a 
result a conference was held in To­
ronto.. Mr. Tfetheway, the vendor, 
agreed to give Mr. McCuaig five clear 
«lays to allow him to receive the re­
port from his mining expert, on 
which, if satisfactory, the sale would 
be completed. According to this 
agreement, Mr.. McCuaig was to make 
a first payment of $100,000 as soon as 
he decided to buy. That same night, 
Mr. W. J. Tretheway heard of other 
negotiations with the vendor, and 
he questioned the latter about the re­
port. He was assured by the vendor 
that he would not entertain any other 
proposition until the McCuaig offer 
had bev n disposed of Plaintiff went 
to Cobalt, but on his return found 
that the mine had been sold to an­
other party, and that Mr McCuaig 
who had received a fev uiaule report 
and was prepared to buy, had beee 
left out in the cold.

Dominion and Imperial Governments 
are Studying it—C.P.R. and A Hans 
Want Share of New Enterprise.

Bulletin Special.
Ottawa, Sept. 26—The government 

is closely following the reports and 
comments of experts on the success 
of the Lusitania With a view to gain­
ing information of the feasibility of 
establishing a twenty-four or twenty- 
five knot Canadian Atlantic service 
as contemplated in the all-red line 
project. If the new steamer proves a 
success it is anticipated that addi­
tional stimulus will be given the pro­
posal to placé a similar line of steam­
ers on the route between Canada and 
England. -

Imperial Statesmen Consider.
So far no further word has been 

heard from the British government 
relative to the amount they are pre­
pared to grant for the establishment 
of a fast service. Thé imperial auth­
orities are still considering the ques­
tion of relative advantages and no 
definite offer from London is expected 
for some months yet, probably not un­
til early next year.

C. P. R. and Allans Interested.
It is stated here by those who are 

in touch with the capitalists behind 
the all-red line,project that both the 
C. P. R. and Allans will be repre- 
ented in the company when it is fin­

ally organized, there will b? plenty 
of business for all of the existing lines 
to handle with their present steamers 
in addition to the traffic handled by 
a fast line, and it is stated that oil 
are anxious to get a share in the new 
nterprise.

days. But the P. & O. company, who 
formerly carried the mails via the 
Suez canal, has now put faster boats 
on that route and to crown all, it is 
now stated that the mails can be car­
ried overland, via the Trans-Siberian 
railway to Vladivostok, some days 
quicker than they can possibly be 
carried by either steamship route.

There is no doubt that the delay 
shown by the ex^ctive of the C. P. 
R. .in regard to ordering the new 
boats which they intend placing on 
the Atlantic has been occasioned by 
the uncertainty prevailing in regard 
to this subsidy question, and in ship­
ping circles it is now stated that the 
C. P. R. is making every possible en­
deavor to make up for what it will 
lose when the present subsidy ceases 
by negotiating for the larger subsidy 
in sight for faster steamships on the 
proposed all-red route.

Bergeron Pull of Hope.
Montreal, Sept. 25.—Full of hope in 

the triumph of the Conservative party 
at the next general election, J. G. 
Bergeron, M.P., left for Vancouver 
last evening, where he will join Mr. 
R. L. Borden in the political tour of 
the Pacific province, which will be at 
once undertaken by the Conservative 
leader and several of his trusted 
ieutenants. While awaiting his 
train at the C.P. R depot, the member 
of Beanharnois, who recently returned 
from a political tour in Nova Scotia, 
New Brunswick, Quebec and Ontario, 
poke in the most optimistic manner 
as to thé outlook for the opposition 
farces when the next appeal is made 
to the electorate. In the first place 
he thinks the session will be called 
about November 14. although he said 
some looked for the meeting of parlia­
ment a week later.

MAIL CONTRACT

Government Contract With C.P.R. 
for Transportation of Mails 

Expires April Next.

Condemn Mr.

Western Conservatives Not Content 
With Platform of Their Leader. 
Too Many “Ifs” and “Ands” in 
it. To Be Effective in West Must 
Have Policy Opposed to Corpora­
tions.

NO RACE FOR 
AMERICA’S CUP

Montreal, Sept. 24—The contract be­
tween the British government and the 
C. P. R. for the conveyance of mails 
between Liverpool and Hong Kong 
by what is known as the all-British 
route, expires on April 6 next, and it 
is stated on excellent authority that 
the executive of the C. P. R. has re­
ceived pretty definite information that 
it is not likely to be renewed.

Under the contract the C. P. R. gets 
total subsidy of sixty thousand 

pounds per annum, of which the Can- 
idian government contributes fifteen 
thousand pounds, but when the con­
tract was made both the admiralty 
md the war office refused to depart 
from precedent and refused to be in 
any way a party of the agreement, 
announcing that the subsidy coqld not 
Hot be defended on either naval of 
military grounds. The view held is 
that the subsidy does not supply a 
new shipping route, as that route 
would be absolutely useless except for 
postal purposes. Some of the oppon­
ents of the subsidy even go further 
ind say that the arrangements, while 
costly to the British ratepayers, may 
even in the final outcome prove detri­
mental to their interests, as both Can­
ada and the United States might use 
the route for their commerce with 
ihe far East, and in that case a sub­
sidized route would give American 
•oinpititOfS of British manufacturers 
m easier access into thé China mar- 
<et.

Formerly under the agreement, the 
board of, admiralty made a contribu­
tion towards- the subsidy of 7,312 
pounds from the navy vote, but as 
they declined to be a party to the 
present arrangement, that vote has 
ceased, and the probability of a con­
tinuance of the contract is said to be 
very slight. The House of Lords has 
already expressed itself with disfavor, 
adding, ‘‘My lords do not regard with 
favor the grant of subsidies on com­
mercial grounds, and they take the 
note of the opinion recently expressed 
by a select committee of the House of 
Gommqfis that a general system of 
subsidies other than for servies rend­
ered is costly and inexpedient.

Since ths C. P. R. has been carry­
ing the mails by this route there is no 
doubt that qn immense impetus has 
been given to travel via Canada, 
While the carriage of mails between 
Liverpool and Hong Kong has been

Winnipeg, Sept. 25.—It is under 
stood that during the recent visit of 
R. L. Borden to Winnipeg, on his way 
to the coast, he was informed by the 
western Conservatives that his policy 
had too many “iis” and “ands,” was 
too noncommittal and was not suffi­
ciently anti-corporation in its tone. 
Further than this, it is1 said that Mr. 
Borden promised to make a number 
of changes with a view to conciliating 
his western supporters and securing 
much needed assistance in the ensu­
ing campaign. The meeting where 
thèse representations were made to the 
leader of the opposition took place in 
the reception room of the vice-regal 
suite at the Royal Alexandra, where 
Mr. Borden was a guest. The federal 
Conservative jn fin be 7-, -the local Con­
servatives and the Manitoba cabinet 
members gathered to meet their leader 
and bid him welcome and wish him 
success in his undertaking.

Had More Than a Welcome. 
However, there was more than a 

welcome in their hearts. Since the 
enunciation .of the policy by Mr. 
Borden at the beginning of his tour 
the party in the west has been dis­
satisfied. There was too much “milk 
and water” in its composition to suit 
the ideas of the west, where they 
wanted something vigorous, something 
that would stir up public opinion, 
and give them something to work on.

After a long discussion ii was decid­
ed that Mr. Borden must not be al­
lowed to go further in the west w-th- 
out being told of the general feeling. 
It is understood that the unanimous 
choice of a spokesman fell upon a 
journalist. ' The party had all gather­
ed with the leader, and the interview 
was nearly at an end, and yet nothing 
had been heard from the chosen 
orator.

However, Premier Roblin, though 
undaunted, it is said, took the floor 
himself and discussed Mr. Borden's 
poliev with a frankness which as­
tonished that "gentleman. The policy 
which lie had considered to be in­
offensive to any one and which could 
not hurt the feelings of the most 
fastidious, he found ruthlessly torn 
to shreds by his western lieutenant.

Must Oppose Corporations.
Mr. Borden was told that he could 

arouse the sympathy of the western 
people if he came out straight ' and 
clear against the corporations and 
s*ood for lower rates for passengers 
and freight on the railways and cheap­
er postage. Further it was hinted 
that his very carefully worded state­
ment on telephones and telegraphs 
was not sufficiently definite, and that 
he should come out plainly in favor of 
government ownership.. These were 
a few of the fundamental principles of 
the policy which would draw the 
western people in support of his 
policy.

From time to time it has been 
suggested that Premier Roblin would 
organize and lead the western Con- 
ervatives in the next federal cam­
paign. and it is said Mr. Borden ex 
pected his lieutenant’s support when 
he came west. He wns told, how­
ever, that he could not expect any 
support unless he reformed his policy.

The latest report is that Mr. Roblin, 
whose health is not satisfactory, fears 
to enter into a strenuous campaign, 
end that, the leader in the West will 
not be the Premier of Manitoba, but 
the minister of public works, Hon 
Robert Rogers. It is expected that 
that gentleman will resign from the 
government immediately after the 
next session of the legislature and 
takç the field.. In the event of a 
Conservative victory at the polls, 
there would no doubt be a portfolio 
at the disposal of the western leader.

In the meantime, Mr .Borden, after 
promising to make a number of the 
suggested changes, has gone to the 
coast. He will be back in Manitoba 
next month on his campaign tour, 
and it is expected that by the time 
he begins speaking east of the Rockies 
there will be some radical changes in 
his doctrine, which will bring to his 
aid the combined Conservative forces 
of the west.

Lipton’s Challenge Declined on 
Ground That His Proposition is 
Against Terms of Deed of Gift.

New York, Sept. 26.—Sir Thomas Lip- 
ton's challenge for a contest for the 
America’s cup in 1908 was déclinée! last 
night by the New York Yacht Club. Sir 
Thomas asked for a race of sloops un­
der the 68-foot rating and the members 
of the club based their refusal to race 
on the general proposition. America’s 
cup represents a trophy for the speedi­
est type ot yacht that can be produced 
cn a water line of ninety feet or under, 
and that, therefore, any proposition to 
limit the size of the boats must be re­
fused.

The members of the New York Yacht 
Club voted unanimously to reject the 
challenge after Lewis Ca§s Ledyard, for­
mer commander, made a speech in 
which he described the deed of gift gov­
erning the cup contests, as drawn up by 
George L. Schuaylar in 1887. Mr. Led­
yard then presented a resolution declar­
ing that the club could not take the po­
sition of limiting the water-line length 
of the boats, under the deed of gift. 
Commodore Cornelius Vanderbilt, chair­
man of tlie meeting, appointed a cup 
committee to cdnveiie in another meeting 
a lid prepare a reply to the challenge.

What London Thinks.
London, Sept. 26.—There will be a race 

for , the America’s cup in 1908 if the 
British sporting element can arrange 
cne. ÏJespite the Newr York Yacht Club’s 
refusal to consider Lipton’s challenge 
for a race with a 68-footer. Lipton’s 
friends say he is not surprised at the 
New York action and declare if he can 
secure the slightest concession he will 
build a 90-footer just as easy as a 68- 
footer, and that- the Royal Irish Yacht 
Club will open negotiations with New 
York for a modification of the rules. 
Lipton admits he is powerless to under­
stand the New Yorkers’ decision-on the 
deed of gift which he says allows any 
length of boat from a 90-foot.er down.

Will Challenge with 90 Footer. 
London, Sept. 26.—Sir Thomas Lip- 

ton was bitterly disappointed with 
the failure of the New York Yacht 
club to acoept his recent challenge. 
To-day he authorized the announce­
ment that he was preparing to chal­
lenge with a 90 foot boat under the 
New' York Yacht club rules.

Chicago Courts Dispose of that Many in :
One Day.

Chicago, Ill., Sept. 25.—The largest 
number of default divorce -cases which 
has been heard in a single daÿ for many 
months came before the courts yester­
day, testimony being taken in 84 suits. 
There were altogether considerably over 
lft cases on the calls, but about 30 of 
these were not heard because of lack 
of time or because the lawyers had them 
continued for a week.

Of the cases heard yesterday the larg­
est number came before Judge Hall, who 
listened to evidence in 29 suits. Judge 
Walker heard evidence in 23 casés, while 
Judge SEough was a close third with a 
record of 22. Judge Carpenter- heard 
eight divorcés and Judge (ribbons listen­
ed to two.

While women complainants are always 
decidedly in the majority on the aver­
age diÿorce court call, thé 84 cases heard 
yesterday offered a particularly large 
proportion of wives as complainants. 
Sixfv-nine women took the witness stand 
to tell of the failings of their spouses, 
while but fifteen men appeared in the 
guise of complainants.

Desertion and cruelty, as usual, were 
far in the léad as causes for seeking di­
vorce, although there was a • somewhat 
large proportion of drunkenness cases 
.against men. In many, technically 
brought on the ground of cruelty, too, 
the evidence showed that whisky was 
the underlying cause of the ill. treat­
ment.

Children played an important part as 
witnesses in cases before Judge Walker, 
three youngsters following one another 
on the stand, in as many suits, to give 
evidence without which the cases would 
probably have failed for lack of legal 
corroboration.
