He tefuted the as-
sertion of American Counsel that,
after the decision in the” Arbitration
case at Halifax, the United States had
only paid indemnity to Britain, after
having received an assurance from the
British Government that Britain had
no right to exercise: jurisdiction over
American fishermen. He then dealt
with the doctrine of international
“servitude,”  -whereon: the United
States baged its elaims to its rights
tu fish without being subject to Brit-
ish laws. Counsel Aargued that no one
would pretend that the subjects of a
foreign stg{p to whom had been ac-
conded the right to epter the ports of
‘another state for the purposes - of
commerce, were freed from local
laws. No logical reason had been ad-
vanced by the United States to justify
an exception in the case of the Fish-
eries. The States had in no way
proved that when the Treaty was con-
cluded the doctrine of international
gservitude was universally admitted.
Ii: conformity to the desire of the
Tribunal, Secretary Root has submit-
ted a note, embodying the clauses in
the Canadian and Newfoundland laws,
whereto the States raises objections.
,The proceedings are expected to ter-
minate on August 10th, Root deliver-
ing the closing speéch.

The Hudson Bay Route

There is an active movement in the
Northwest of Canada this year to push
on the railway either to Churchill or
Nelson. The terminus of the line has
not yet been settled. Great vested in-
terests are opposed to this new route,
but the voice of the Northwest is
unanimous in its favour; and the Do-
minion Government has been literally
forced to push it ahead. I have writ-
ten on this subjeet for the Manitoba
Free Press, but by far the best paper
is the one I now send you, by William
Beach. Newfoundlanders are inter-
ested in this subject. If the Cana-
dians are wise, for the initiation of
this project, they will make use of our
splendid sealing steamers and New-
foundland masters—the best hands in
the world for dealing with ice navi-
gation. It is most important that the
new route should have a successful
commencement.
