M 1 WAR SUMMARY.

Tie American Army transport An- 
tllles has been attacked and sunk by 
, German submarine with the loss of 
sbout 70 lives, «the second American 
elilp the Germans have torpedoed 
during the past week and on . suc­
ceeding days. The other craft was a 
torpedo destroyer which suffered the 
loss of one life and five wounded. Both 
ships were attacked within the War 
Zone, the destroyer last Tuesday and 
the transport the following day. The 
destroyer made port, though severely 
damaged, but the transport sank 
within five minutes after the torpedo 
from an unseen submarine struck 
her abreast ot the engine room bulk­
head. The Antilles was homeward 
bound, presumably from a French 

rport, where probably she had de­
barked troops and stores. She had 
227 persons aboard, among them navy 
and army officers and some 33 enlist­
ed men ot the army. All the officers 
were saved but 16 of the soldiers 
and three ot the ships’ officers per­
ished. The remainder of the dead be­
longed to the crew of the transport. 
The torpedo of the submarine found 
Its mark against the side ot the 
transport, notwithstanding the fact 
that the transport wan being convoy­
ed by vessels of the American patrol. 
Officers' Of the army and navy and 
enlisted men aboard were returning 
to the United States on special as­
signments or possibly invalided or 
discharged from the service. Singu­
larly ret lient Te (be German War Of­
fice in itb latest official statement 
with regard to the operations ot Ger­
man naval forces against the Rus­
sian squadron which is presumed to 
be bottjed up In Moon Sound, merely 
dealing with the naval battle which 
resulted in the sinking of the Rus­
sian battleship Slava. The most re­
cent communication from Petrograd 
gives tew further details ot the 
situation. From this later statement 
the fact is gleaned that the Germans 
at noon on Wednesday began landing 
troops on Dago Island which lies di­
rectly north ot Oesel Island, after a 
bombardment, and that the German 
naval units engaged in the conquest 
ot the three Islands and In an at­
tempt1 to destroy the Russian fleet 
was comprised of at least ten o( the 
newest dreadnoughts, ten cruisers, 
not leds (ban fifty torpedo boat de­
stroyers dnd between eight and ten 
submarines. . In addition a large num­
ber ot trawler* and u»Qiec. auxiliaries 
and hydro-airplanes and other air­
craft-are- working with the enemy. 
Two German (orpedo boats were de- 
strdyed While running throrgh the 
mine field in Moon Sound, according 
to Petrograd. Two German trawlers 
have been sunk by the fire of the 
Russian fleet. That the seriousness 
of the situation is fully recognized by 
Russia is indicated by the fact that 
although such a contingency had been 
reckoned on previously, but not car­
ried out the Russian capital is to be 
moved from Petrograd to Moscow in 
the very near future. The civil popu­
lation is already evacuating Reval, 
one ot the principal Russian ports on 
the Gulf of Finland. Artillery duels 
continue • the principal method ot 
warfare in the major theatres ot the 
War. British and French artillery 
are still answering tÊe fire vigorously 
at various points along the Menin 
Road and at Zonnebeke. Little in­
fantry activity is taking place except 
in the nature of raids.
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IN THE RING.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Penny Leonard, world’s champion 
light weight pugilist, outfought Jacob 
Britton, ot Chicago, former welter­
weight champion in six rounds of a 
ten round bout here to-night. Brit­
ton had the better of two rounds; the 
honours were even in two others. 
Leonard’s weight is 133 pounds and 
Britton’s 139.

=, -1, AVIATION REPORT.
. LONDON, To-day.

A British official statement deal 
ing with aviation issued this evening 
says: Early on Thursday morning the 
weather was brilliantly fine but at 9 
o’clock low thick clouds lifted up 
from the west. Artillery work and 
photography were carried out by our 
airplanes and in. the course of the 
day two açd a half tons ot bombs 
were dropped on large gun positions 
tn the rear, on railway sidings near 
Ghent and various hostile billets and 
hutments. At night another ton of 
bombs was dropped on Courtrai Sta­
tion and a German airdrome in that 
vicinity. In the air fighting six hos­
tile machines were downed and fpur 
driven down out of control, while an­
other was shot down by anti-aircraft 
gun firs. Seven of pur machines are 
missing.

PETROGRAD, To-day.

The Central Council of Workmen's 
and Soldier’s Delegates has defeated 
the Bolshevik! resolution against 
sending delegates to the coming Al­
lied conference in Parts. The Coun­
cil ^decided to send two Delegates to 
re-sent the peasants and soldiers.

Arthur Pollen, naval writer, which 
purported to give the American view 
of British naval strategy, was so cen­
sored as to completely distort its 
meaning. Thomas J. McNamara, Fin­
ancial Secretary of the Admiralty re­
plied that the Admiralty had reason 
to know that the views expressed in 
the article did not accord with the 
views ot the United States navy de­
partments. McNamara added that the 
article would have tended to under­
mine mutual confidence and co-opera- 
tlon between the American navy and 
Royal navy, and would have been the 
source of satisfaction only to the en­
emy.

ROUNDING THEM UP.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Fourteen employees ot the Tfetjen 
Tain dry docks in Hpboben were 
taken into custody yesterday by 
agents ot the Department of Justice 
and interned, charged with being Ger­
man sympathizers who were in a 
position to harm ships’. Fifty-eight 
men employed by the same company 
wefe similarly interned on Thursday.

FINE TOTAL.

THE GERMAN NAVY IN THE HAL- 
TIG.

PETROGRAD, To-day.
Text ot to-day’s official : In the 

Baltic Sea during the battle of Wed­
nesday at the southern entrance to 
Moon Sound, several hits were ob­
served by our battleships on. the en­
emy dreadnoughts and two trawlers 
were sunk by our fire. Thursday, in 
Moon Sound, two enemy torpedo boats 
ran into our mine fields, where they 
blew up and sank. In the German 
naval units which participated in 
the operation are reported as being 
•not less than 10 dreadnoughts of the 
newest type, Kaiser and Koenig, ten 
cruisers and not less than fifty de­
stroyers, of which about 20 were ot 
the newest make and between eifeht 
and ten submarines. With these forc­
es there are operating a very large 
number of trawlers and other auxili­
aries, including transports, hydro­
airplanes and rafts. During th even­
ing of yesterday we definitely estab­
lished that at noon on Wednesday, 
after a preliminary bombardment, the 
enemy began to land troops at Dago 
Island north of the Village ot Serre 
Reports are current that about 11 en­
emy ships, probably torpedo boats 
passed during the night of Wednes­
day off Kuiwast on eastern coast of 
.Moon Island.

LONDON, To-day.

The Slava was unable to follow the 
other Russian ships retiring to the 
northward and was sunk by her own 
crew in order to bar the way to the 
enemy’s vessels, said Marine Minister 
Verdevski Just before starting to­
day to Join the Baltic fleet.

APPROACHING STARVATION.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

The rations now allowed to the Ger­
man people and civilian population of 
the occupied portions ot France and 
Belgium, details ot which have just 
reached the Food Administration, are 
now insufficient to maintain bodily 
health and vigor. The French and 
Belgians get considerably less than 
the amount apportioned to the Ger­
man population and they get no meat 
except bacon.

USED A LARGE FLEET.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

The entire third and fourth aqua 
drons ot the German High Seas fleet 
and probably also the fifth squadron 
participated in the operations in the 
Gulf of Riga, according to an official 
stàtement. The three squadrons 
comprised two-thirds ot the German 
fleet. Among units was the battle 
cruiser Moltke of 22,635 tons and sev­
eral submarines.

RUSSIAN FLEET TOO WEAK TO 
OPPOSE GERMANS.

PETROGRAD, To-day.
The Rugfian Baltic flsteH in its en­

tirety could hot face' th’e Germans in 
the Quit of Riga without abandoning 
the responsibility tor the defence of 
the Gulf ot Finland, according to 
Count Kaynist, ot the Russian Ad­
miralty. The Germans, he said, ef­
fected landing operations on Oesel Is­
land with twelve transports escort­
ed by twelve battleships of all types, 
five cruisers and an enormous num­
ber ot auxiliaries and thirty destroy­
ers. It was impossible tor our en­
tire Baltic fleet to meet the enemy 
without abandoning responsibility 
tor a section ot the Gulf of Finland. 
The Count cited the battle of Jutland 
as a precedent tor the impossibility of 
using submarines to advantage. He 
added that the Germans are using the 
same troops that took Oesel Island to 
attack Dago Island, thus showing that 
the Germans were carrying out their 
operations with a minimum force.

Boston Transcript: Up to a cer­
tain point, the temperature in which 
we like to sit is entirely a matter ot 
habit. To a Scotchman, a temper­
ature of 58 degrees is exactly the 
same as a temperature of 68 is to an 
American. The public school rooms 
in Scotland are required to be kept 
at 58 and no higher, tor the “comfort 
and health” of the pupils. But that 
would mean torture tor an American 
school child, coming from a home 
where the temperature is often main­
tained at 80. The Eskimo is obliged 
to remove all his upper garments as 
soon as the temperature in his igloo 
is raised, by the radiation of his 
whale oil lamp, as high as 50 de­
grees. All the continent ot Europe, 
outside of Russia and perhaps one or 
two other northern countries, sits in 
perfect comfort in a temperature of 
60 degrees. And that our own people 
do not really need more is proved by 
the fact that it takes only a single 
winter abroad to accustom them to 
the European standard, so that they 
abhor the indoor heat to which they 
were born.
