Fire in Chicago.

Rome, Oct. 31. — Despatches/ from 
Turin report no abatement of the flood 
caused by the overflow of the river Po. 
Over four thousand men are at work day 
an.I m 'ht erecting barriers to arrest the 
furtii r progress of the water. The da­
mages to property and crops in the pro­
vinces of Mantua and Peirara are beyond 
calculation. In Ferrara (tfone 40,000 
persons are homeless. Assistance is 
being rapidly forwarded from all point® 
to the suffering people.

New York, Oct. 31.—The Episcopal 
House of Bishops convened this evening 
and elected Rev. Dr. Auer, formerly mis­
sionary in Africa, as Bishop of that 
country,

Troy, N. Y., Oct. 31.—Hon. John A. 
Griswold died this evening. He repre­
sented Fifteenth District in Congress 
from 1862 to 1868. He was one of three 
gentlemen who advanced money 
building the fiist Monitor, and contri­
buted largely to loyal causes during the 
rebellion He was extensively engaged 
in iron manufactures and died possessed 
of great wealth, the result of his own en­
terprise and" business ability.
