Losses Light.

The loss to the guests of the Carle-
ton Hotel, the two upper floors of
which were damaged last evening by
a spectacular fire that drove the oc-
cupants of the much-patronized hos-
telry into the streets, is not so heavy
as had been anticipated. This is par-
ticularly true of those who did not
attempt to remove any of their be-
longings during the course of the fire.

The guests who deserted their rooms
found that the salvage corps had done
their work, so thoroughly that in many
cases their baggage, clothing and
other possessions, even down to toilet
articles, had been undamaged.

The experience of Ansel Oppenheim,
of'Naw York, was typical. Oppen-
heim was outside the hotel when the
alarm was given, and did not attempt
to return to his room. He spent the
night quietly at another hotel, and
when he went to the Carleton this
morning, and was taken up to his
room he found that articles which he
had left the night before had been
carefully placed on the bed, which,
with his trunks and bags, was cov-
ered with tarpaulins. KEverything was
in perfect order even down to his
tou.thbrush and ten-penny combs,
which he had left on the bureau.

Salvage Men Praised.

James Keene got out some of his
baggage last evening, and the rest of
it this morning. It was little worse
for having passed through the fire.
The guests praise the work of the
salvage corps, a body of men main-
tained by the insurance companies.
Upon receiving the alarm practically
the whole corps was sent to the
Carleton. The different companies
were assigned to various floors, and
went systematically from room to
room piling up thelr contents and cove
ering them with taurpaulins,

Loss $160,000.

This morning the corps was busy
getting out carpets and furniture
which had been damaged by water.

The loss to the hotel is estimated at
$150,000, but this is probably an un-
derestimate, as all the cellings and
most of the furniture must be re-
placed.

The fire department placed the
blame for the delay in getting to the
scene of the fire, to the hotel man-
agement, who tried to put o=t the
blaze when it originated in the ele-
vator shaft in the kitchen quarters on
the top floor, with appliances in the
house before sending out alarms. The
alarm was sounded at 7 o'clock, and
by that time the flames shot up the
@evator shafts of the fifth and sixth
floors,

The hotel management endeavored
to belittle the fire, and up to the 'iast
moment withheld the fact that Jame-
son lLee Finney, the actor, hay been
burned to death in the bathroom ad-
joining his room on the fifth floor of
the annex.

Rome, Aug. 9.-—His holiness Pope Plus
was removed today from his small room
on the second floor of the Vatican to a
larger and cooler room immediately ad-
joining his private library. The transfer,
however, was no easy task, for extreme
care had to be exercised that the patient
might suffer as little pain as possible.
At first it was planned to take him be-
low in a carrying chair, but the pain in
the affected leg became so acute that
this scheme was abandoned, and fnstead
his holiness was lifted with extreme care
upon the mattress on which he was lying
and placed upon a stretcher, When this
had been accomplished the Pope was
propped up by pillows In a comfortable
swathed in

position and the gouty leg.
cotton wool, was swung in a surgical
cradle.

The windows all having been shut to
prevent drafts from striking the patlent,
the Pope was taken on a litter to an
electric elevator by the same Sediari,
who at the gorgeous Vatican functions
carry him in the Sedia Gestatorla. De-
spite the careful attendants, the transfer
to the elevator and the floor below proved
most painful to him. Nevertheless, as he
was borne to the new room, the benevo-
lent eyes of hia holiness wandered up
and down the halls in which, during the
past eight years, he has received and
blessed so many thousands of visitors
from all parts of the world,

No Windows Open.

Reaching the new apartment, the Pope
was lald tenderly upon the bed, which 1s
more " spacious and softer than the one
from which he had been removed.
Naturally he was considerably exhausted
by the transfer, but he seemed to derive
gteat comfort in having a larger room
and a greater amount of alr. Like many
old Itallans, the Pope drends to lie in
bed with the windows of the room open,
and insists upon keeping them closed
both day and night, receiving his alr
from an adjoining reom.

Next to the Pope’s bedchamber another
sleeping chamber has been prepared for
Mgr. Bressan, his private secretary.

Notwithstanding the illness of the
Pope, the celebration of the elghth anni-
versary of his coronation took place to-
day in the Sistine Chapel in the presence
of the members of the diplomatic corps,
representatives of Roman aristocracy and
numerous ecclesiastics. Cardinal Merry
del Val, the papal secretary of state,
celebrated the mass, surrounded by all
the cardinals llving here, except Ram-
polla, who is 1l in Switzerland. All the
prelates inquired anxiously as to the
health of the Pope, but received indefinite
answers, as no one, not even Cardinal
Merry del Val nor Mgr. Bisletti, the

major-domo of the Vatican, have been
permitted to enter the sick room.
Immediately after the function, Car-

dinal Merry del Val left for Villa Monte-
mario, his summer residence. This was
taken by some persons to mean that his
holiness is not considered to be desper-
ately il
