WarsAw, Sept. 28.—Though an official
debate will be forthcoming it has leaked
out from unofficial circles in such a
manner as leaves no room for doubt that
there was a deliberate and determined
plot against Emperor Nicholas at the
time of his recent visit to this city. Its
success was only frustrated by accidént.

Several weeks before the Emperor’s
party, a number of persons supposed to
belong to the German Socialist party
undermined the prinecipal street in War-
saw between the governor general’s
palace and the royal palace. As the
tunnel, which had been undertaken from
the cellar, approached completion the
conspirators became apprehensive of the
collapsed congition of the roadway &nd
called in several Polish masons to build
supporte. The masons, whose suspicions
were aroused, notified the police, and 130
arrests followed. Among those in
custody are four disguised German
officers, either on leave or belonging to
the landwehr, who had been active in
the actual work of tunnelling. A num-
ber of merchants and manuofacturers
from the town of Lodszey, in Poland,are
also implicated.

Greuier, continued
to-day. In reply to the Cornellier’s
question, Mr. Tarte gave evidence deal-
ing with the charge in article complained
of that he had lived off the Liberal party.

In respect of the Tourville check some
sparring between Mr, Tarte and Mr. Cor-
nellier took place; the former said he
considered this a kind of blackmailing
game.

MANITOBA AND NORTHWEST.

Hudson’s Bay Factor Dead—C. P. R. Ac-
countant’s Staff,

WINNIPEG, Sept. 29.—John Reid, late
junior factor in the Hudson’s Bay com-
pany, is dead. He was stationed for 47
years in the service of the company in
Mackenzie river district.

John A. Lauder, a pioneer of the Lau-
der district, is dead.

It appears that Baffin’s: Land
wasg never formally acquired by Great
Britain, although it has been regarded
as British since half a century ago.
Hudson’s Straits #re destined to

become part of.. the great : grain
carryio route - bhetween  Liverpool
and innipeg, which will. be a
powerful rival to American land routee.

The Americans have no port leading to
the eastern shores of the continent north
of Maine, but if they are to participate
in the advantages of the Hudson’s Bay
route, as has been apparently urged,
their government must secure some
island in the peninsula without delay.”

The Evening News adds to this com-
ment an interview with an unnamed
Canadian official to the effect that the
hoisting of the Union Jack over Baffin’s
Land, was undoubtedly provoked by the
report that the United States govern-
ment had an eye on it. According to
the Canadian official there is nothing to
prevent the United States purchasing
Greenland from Denmark. In conclu-
sion the Evening News remarks:

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BANK OF MONTREAL.

Buffalo Rejoicing in the Prospect of an
Agency There,

Burravo, Sept. 29.—The Commereial
this afternoon says: ¢ An agency similar
to that so successfully carried on in New
York city, is to be established in Buffalo
by the Bank of Montreal, and within a
few weeks will be in active operatione.
A well known Buffalo man is the loeal
agent of the bank, one who has been long
associated with the banking interests in
this city. Mr. O. W. Yarker, of Toronto,
will come to Buffalo to take charge of the
agency. The agency, it is understood,
will be in operation not later than No-
vember 11, and possibly sooner. Offices
have been secured in the Farmers and
Mechanics Bank building.”’

The establishment of this agency of
the Bank of Montreal means a greal deal
to Buffalo, for business and property
owners can secure large loans from this
institution, as it has any amount of
capital to lend. Under the state law of
New York the Canadian bank cannot
receive into it the paying accounts, but
can only establish a branch bank where
it can make loans. The New York
branch of the Bank of Montreal has
been singularly successful -and the
Buffalo branch will be conducted on
precisely the same general plan,

ARMED LAKE VESSELS.

How the United States Observes the Treaty
Respecting Them,

BurraLo, Sept. 20.—A. despatch from
Washington to the Evening News says:
** Orders have been issued to Commo-
dore H. L. Harrigon, of the Boston navy
yard, to dispatch the war corvette
Yantie to the Great Lakes with the least
possible delay. ‘The orders were issued
yesterday bv; Assistant Secretary Roose-
velt. Commodore Harrison is directed
to strip the Yantic of all gune, in order
that as she is passed through the Can-
adian ports on the St. Lawrence river,
the question cannot be raised of violat-
ing the provisions of the 1815
treaty. A statement was made to-
day on the best authority that an order
has been given the commandant at the
Washington navy yard to ship overland
to Erie, Pa., a modern rapid-fire battery
for the Yantic. This latter order is
credited wholly to the ingenuity of
Assistant Secretary Roosevelt. and, if
carried out, is certain to bring about
early complications between the United
States and Great Britain. The Yanticis
to be turned over at Erie, Pa., to the
Detroit naval militia. It was originally
intended to give the vessel to the Chi-
cago naval reserve, but the Detroit or-
ganization esucceeded in bringing a
greater amount of pressure to bear on
the navy department.””

THE QUESTION OF REDEMPTION.

A Broader View Now Being Taken by the
Episcopal Church,

New YoRrk, Sept. 29.—The 114th an-
nual convention for the diocese of New
York of the Protestant Epigcopal church
was called to order at the Church of the

Incarnation to-day. Owing to the ill-
ness of Bishop Potter, the Rev. Dr.
Thomas Dudley, Bishop cf Kentucky,
presided over the religious exercises,
which preceded the business session of
the convention. After the usual ser-
vice, the Very Rev. Dr. Charles Gore,
Canon of Westminster Abbey, preached
a sermen on the subject, ‘‘The legiti-
mate reaction from Calvinism.”

The preacher said that the church was
taking a broader view on the question of
redemption. He epoke of the reality of
human responsibility, and said that we
were simply leading a life of probation
here. We were constantly subjected to
temptations aud judged aceording to the
use we made of our opportunities. Lost
opportunities, he said, could never be
regained as the time of redemption was
limited to the opportunities of the occa-
sion. The sermon was followed by the
communion and the business session
was called to order at noon. The diocese
includes 162 churches, and each church
was represented by its rector and three
laymen,

An American Tribute to the Success of Her
Eventful Reign,
