DENOUNCES DIVORCE.

New York, Sept, 28.—The Archbishop
of Canterbury was the central figure to-
day at the annual convention of. the
Protestant. Kpiscopal diocese of New.

dral of St. John the Divine, where pray-
ers were offered and holy communion.
administered. The Archbishop of Can-
terbury” occupied the throne and con-
ducted the services. Leading men of
the church were present.

Bishop Potter, in his report to the
convention, attacked divorce 1n. vigor--
ous terms, declaring that unless the

.church set itself“against the spread of

the .evil; society would relapse into a
state of “practieal ' barbarism.” He-
urged’ the clergy to set itself against
divorce, which he characterized as a.
*Godless license which flings aside the-
most sacred vows because of vexatious.
uncongeniality.”

“It wonld be the gravest untruth te-
say that the church in the United States-
is wholly agreed im its attitude towards-
divorce,” said the 'ﬁisbop, “or that we:
may not see at the approaching general
convention such wide divergence as to
the form of the canonical enactment in
reference to divorce as may delay, if it
does not defeat, what some. among us.
want.

“But. this is certain, that this-church:
recognized that the family is the foun--
dation of society; and that unless the-
church shall safeguard its wellbeing, and
what is called its solidarity, we shall,.
sooner or later, relapse into practical
barbarism. In eyery family, in the mind
of every child, in every attitude or ex-
pression of yours with reference to that
Godless license  which flings* aside the
most sacred vows because of a vexatious
uncongeniality, or, for whatever vagrant
whim, there is opportunity. to create an
intelligent and, clear-vigioned conyiction
which shall make itself felt wherever it
is expressed.”
