Superannuation
Mr. Williams, on consideration of a 

vote for superannuation, stated that 
the principle might well be objected to 
on the ground that any old man or 
woman who had done a life s work in 
British Columbia was just as much 
entitled to assistance as a civil ser­
vant He claimed that W. S. Gore 
could not justly demand superannua­
tion providing that he had been paid 
for his services, as a proper rate, dur­
ing the time he had been employed 
by the government If he had not 
received sufficient remuneration then 
the administration was to blame.

The finance minister replied to the 
effect that he was surprised at the at­
tack made on Mr. Gore. For upwards 
of thirty years he had been a good 
and faithful servant of the govern­
ment and he did not think the sum 
which was asked for in his behalf was 
anything extravagant

Mr. Oliver wanted to know whether 
Mr. Gore had resigned at his own be­
hest or as a result of an intimation 
that his resignation would be accept­
able. . ..

The finance minister referred the 
member for Delta to the chief commis­
sioner, adding that he could say that 
Mr. Gore had left the service with 
the confidence of the administration 
in his integrity and character.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite did not ob­
ject to superannuation of civil ser­
vants, but protested against discrim­
ination.

Mr. Oliver desired information in re­
gard to the sum provided for the sal­
ary of the agent-general of British 
Columbia in London.

The finance minister said that the 
money was used in the maintenance of 
an establishment which worked hard 
in the Interests of British Columbia 
and had earned for it in the old coun­
try a fine name as the most westerly 
province of Canada.

Replying again to an inquiry from 
Mr. Oliver, it was stated by Hon. Mr. 
Tatlow that it was intended to expend 
the sum of $15,000, provided for im­
migration, in the best way possible to 

, bring to British Columbia agricultural 
* and domestic labor.

Mr. Williams protested against the 
proposal in strong terms. He stated 
that the government had gone the 
wrong way about finding out whether 
there was a shortage of labor in Brit­
ish Columbia. Enquiries had been 
forwarded to the wrong quarters. He 
asserted that, in a few words, a farce 
had been made of the endeavor. This 
was particularly the case In Victoria, 
where a collection of men gathered on 
the top floor of a building and called 
the Victoria board of trade, was at 
present conducting a “farce” inquiry. 
He stated that it was a “secret” soci­
ety and the only difference between 
it and a trades union was that the 
former had more “mouth.” He said 
that he had been in attendance at the 
inquiry and had come to, the conclu­
sion that members of thq committee 
were all employers of labor. H 
that various witnesses, employers of 
labor, had made statements in reply 
to Judicious questions. A represen­
tative of the Trades and Labor coun­
cil was present but he had been re­
fused permission to question the wit­
nesses. That kind of "gaff” went on 
record, as it stood, as an evidence of 
the requirements of the locality. He 
said that such was the only name by 
which it could be designated. It was 
worse than this; it was false. He 
hoped that the workingmen of Vic­
toria would display enough common 
decency and self-respect to refuse to 
offer one iota of evidence before the 
self-appointed committee of the Vic­
toria board of trade. He drew atten­
tion to newsaper advertising columns, 
in support of the claim that there was 
no lack of labor, asserting that no 
demands of urgency were contained 
therein.

The finance minister replied that 
the reason there was no advertising 
for labor was the fact that it was 
recognized that it would be useless 
to inquire.

Concluding, Mr. Williams said that 
the government, before taking any 
definite steps towards bringing immi­
grants to the country, should make 
careful and searching investigation.

Mr. Mclnnis argued that the Salva­
tion Army was not a suitable organi­
zation to entrust with an immigra­
tion scheme such as was contemplated. 
It was not in touch with a desirable 
class in the old country. It was as­
serted that there was a shortage of 
labor in Victoria. Perhaps that was 
the case. If it was so he suggested 
that those who might be seen riding 
in automobiles should be put to work.

The acting premier explained that 
last year negotiations were opened 
with the Salvation Army for immigra­
tion purposes. At the same time an 
arrangement was entered into with 
the transportation companies. On 
the strength of the latter agreement 
it was decided that the Salvation 
Army would be given a per capita al­
lowance for all Mmigrants brought to 
British Columbia. But it was found 
that the Salvation Army had been 
unable to take up the proposal. Since 
then the C. P. R. had reduced its 
rates and now the government was 
again in negotiation with the organi­
zation mentioned. It had been argued 
that the Army was not in touch with 
a proper class. In order to ensure 
against an undesirable people being 
brought to the country the govern­
ment had communication with the 
different eastern provinces which had 
utilized the Salvation Army for the 
purpose of encouraging immigration. 
The replies were satisfactory. Hav­
ing succeeded in obtaining a reduc­
tion in rates negotiations had been 
entered into with the Army. If any 
money was advanced to aid the move­
ment it would be by way of a loan, 
repayable to the province. .

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that the 
government was doing its duty. He 
called attention to the bounty offered 
for Immigrants, referring to it as an 
allowance of $3 “per scalp.” In his 
opinion this action was no more dis­
reputable than that of a government 
which had offered Indians a bounty 
for the heads of white opponents. He 
also asked the finance minister to be 
careful that Commissioner Coombes 
did not place the $16,000 which he pro­
posed giving him in his “Jeens” and 
“fly away to pastures new.”

Messrs. Williams and Hawthornth­
waite renewed their protests.
; A division was taken and the vote 
carried -by an overwhelming major-
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was paid out for advertising, so that 
the bonus tendered the auctioneers 
could be more accurately estimated.

He said that the money could be much 
more profitably laid out in aid of the 
destitute and poor. The sooner the 
"trumpery” of a lieutenant-governor’s 
establishment was abolished the bet­
ter. He claimed that it was nothing 
but a silly remnant of feudalism, and 
could easily be dispensed with. The 
same, he asserted, was correct in re­
gard to customs which prevailed in the 
House of Assembly—carrying a mace 
around and “such like.” He objected 
to such an expenditure.

“Money expended on red flags and 
bombs would be more to your taste,” 
retorted the Finance Minister, amid 
loud laughter from both. sides of the 
House.

There was a lengthy discussion on a 
vote of $16,000 for Richmond district.

Mr. .Williams protested vehemently. 
He said that, though it had been as­
serted that the district in question 
was the “milch cow’’ of the province, 
it took a lot of feed tb keep It in good 
"voting” condition. He suggested that 
Richmond might be separated from 
British Columbia and made a small 
republic, with Mr. Carter Cotton in 
charge.

Mr Williams thought that it would 
be inadvisable to delay.

Mr. Macdonald contended that the 
minister of education's position was 
inconsistent.

The Minister of Education thought 
that in moving such an important 
amendment the leader of the opposi­
tion would be armed with figures to 
substantiate his argument. He went 
on to refer to the conditions prevail­
ing in Ontario. In the face of an 
enormous grant to the Toronto Uni­
versity it had been found necessary in 
1903 to appoint a commission to in­
quire into the financial conditions of 
that institution. He quoted from the 
report of the latter body, in which 
land grants were advocated. It had 
been suggested that the government 
should start with a small reserve and 
supplement it with the progress of 
time. Such a policy, he thought, 
would hamper the university to a large 
extent. He did not agree with such 
an idea, and could not understand how 
the members of the opposition could 
justify the stand which they had as­
sumed, which was practically in oppo­
sition to the introduction of higher 
education.
