WASHINGTON, July 5.—Passage 
of the Canadian’ reciprocity bill un­
amended will constitute the sole tar­
iff legislation enacted at this session 
of congress, In the view of most of the 
insurgent Republican senators, despite 
their demand for other tariff reduc­
tions.

He showed that reciprocity as pre­
sented to congress by him, differed if 
at all. only slightly from reciprocity 
as advocated by James G. Blaine, and 
former President McKinley.

Replying to the contention that 
ciprocity would be wholly at the 
pense of the farmer and In the Inter­
est of the wage earners of the large 
cities, Mr. Taft declared that 
judgment, “the reciprocity 
Will not greatly reduce the cost of liv­
ing, If at all.”

Although the sun was not consult­
ed by those in charge of the celebra­
tion of the. Fourth, and the tempera­
ture hovered around 100 on the streets 
most of the day, the president enjoy­
ed his part in the celebration, in spite 
of tire crowded programme and the fact 
that his collars would not stand for 
more than ten minutes at a time.
