There have been some pretty warm
wordy encounters in our own House of

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

A Review of its History, Position
and Outlook on the Occasion
of the Arrival of the first
Through Train from
Montreal.

. A despatch from Victoria says ¢ the ar-

rival of the first'train from Eastern Oanada
bas infused & new epirit and a new life. into
the pdople of British Oolumbis.” This is
probably the wild Western way of eaying
that the opening of railroad communication
with Toronto and Montresl has given a fillip
to business in the Pacific Province. Hither-
to the people there have had to trade within
themselves—to live by swappingjjack knives,
80 to speak—although for some time past
they have found good customers in Oregon
and Oslifornis. The lack of railroads, how-
ever, has been a fatal drawback, and it is
easy to understand that now, when the mar-
kets of Eastern Oanada have been opened to
them, and when they have been brought into
direct connection by rail with the outside
world, they should feel in the words of the
correspondent, like new men. Some years
ago, when he first began to rail against his
country, Mr. Blake described British Colum-
bia as * a sea of mountains,” and that harsh
appellation has stuck to it. Yet without
soaring into- those upper realms of fancy
where the professional boomsters disport
themselves, the British Columbian can truly
aifirm, that Mr. Blake's description is a libel,
and that the Province is destined to prove
an important factor in the national develop-
ment of the Dominion.

THE PAST HISTORY OF BRITISH COLUMBIA

is not, indeed, a very invitiog one. (oloni-
zation did not commence until 1858, when,
nander the stimulus of gold discoveries on the
upper Fraser, a motley stream of immigrants
ured in from California and elsewhere.
rior to that, the colony was a desert. place,
occupied by Indiane, speaking stunted and
truly barbarous dialects, and governed, if
government can be said to have existed, by
that truly paternal shopkeeper, the Hudson
Bay Company, In early times the main
coast line of the Province bore the name of
New Qeorgia, while the inland portion was
known as New Caledonia. In 1868 the main-
land was formed into a colony, bearing the
name of British Columbia. Vancouver Is-
land remained a separate eolony until 1868,
when it was joined by Royal edict to the
mainland, the two together covering an area
of 350,000 equare miles. Five years after,
British Oolumbia became part and parcel of
the Dominion, but until the first train reach-
ed Port Moody the other day, the union was
little better than a pasper one. The white
population in 1870 numbered about 13,000,
aad to-day it is probably about 0,000, -

THIS SLOW PROGRESS I8 REASILY EXPLAINED.

In the first place, the Californians who
flocked in when gold was found, trooped out
again when that boom collapsed ; and second-
ly, there was little inducement to settle in a
region which had no markets. But there is
now no reason why the population should not
increase by leapsand bounds. The vallers in
the middle and northern interior of the Pro-
vince are well adapted for cattle and sheep,
the bunch grass g:owing there in abundance,
and the climate being dry and mild.

The soil is composed large-
ly of decomposed volcanic detritus, such as is
found in Italy and Sicily. In the southern
patt of the province, grain is grown, that
raised on the low delta lands of the Fraser
being of the finest quality. The coast-line is
very rich in timber, the Douglas fir being
used in shipbuildiog, and, owing to the pre-
sence of innumerable fiords and streams,
lumbering is easily carried on. Red cedar,
cottonwood, yellow cygrou and red pine are
g:o most valuable woods next to the Douglas.

THE WEALTH OF BRITISH COLUMBIA

lies principally in her mines and fisheries.
The Vancouver Island bituminous coal ranks
in San Fraocisco with that of West Hartley.
The coal measures on the island and maio-
land cover an area of about 50,000 square
miles. In the Queen Oharlotte Islands, an-
thracite in six-foot seams, comparing favor-
ably with that from Pennsylvania, existe.
‘In the Comox bituminous district, the pro-
ductive measures show ten seams of cosl of &
total thickness of nearly thirty feet, The
output of British Columbia coal in 1871 was
20,000 tons, and in 1885, 357,000 toos, of
which 276,000 tons were shipped to San
Francisco and other American ports, The
tisheries are remarkably rich. In 1876 there
were only three salmon-canning establish-
ments in the province, with an annusl return
of 8,000 cases, each containing four dozen
one-pound cabs. Last year nearly thirty
canperies were in operation, and the output
was 300,000 cases. The official valuation of
the yield of the fisheries generally in 1885
was $1,100,000. Halibut, cod and other
deep sea fish abound on the banks off)the
coast, but owing to want of capital, this field
bas.[not yet been worked. The fur seal is
caught by the Indians, the value of last year's
catch being about $200.000. The San Fran-
cisco Chroncle said the other day that * the

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A JUVENILE MURDERER.

A Youth Kills his Father, Mother,
Brother and Sister.

An Unprecedented Crime.

The trial of Willie Sells, aged 186, for the
murder of bis father, mother, brother and
sister, began at Erie, Kansas, Monday. The
youth of the criminal, the relation of the
victims, the entire facts of provocation, the
manner of killing, and all the circumstances
of the case make it almost unprecedented in
the annals of crime. On the morning of
March 8th Willie made his appearance at the
farm house of & neighbor, Mr. Mendall, and
in an excited tone stated that a strange man
had been at his home during the night. He
thought he had hurt his father as he was
lying on the floor with blood on his face.
As this visit of young Sells was at 10 o'clock
in the morning, Mendall questioned him close-
ly. Willie said he wakened and saw a man
standiog in the door between the room in
which Willie and his brother slept in and
the one occupied by his parents and sister.
“I got my clothes off the foot of the bed and
was pulling them on when the man turned,
looked at me and then ran outin the yard. I
did not try to arouse my brother,but put on my
pants and went into the room where my
parents were sleeping to get my boots and
overcoat, I saw my father on the floor with
blood on his face, but I thought his nose was
bleeding, as he was frequently troubled in
that way. I put on my boots and overcoat
and went to eee if I could find the stranger.
When I passed out of the door he was stand-
iog in the yard but ran away, I pursued him
for balt a mile when he mounted a horse,
held by another man, and both rode away as
fast as they could go.” Upon hearing this
story, Mr. Mendal accompanied Willie home.
When they arrived the boy remained out-
side. Mr. Mondall entered and was con-
fronted with the most horrible spectacle that
can be imagined. The floor was covered with
blood, in which he fairly had to wade. The
ceiling waa spattered and walls stained. Old
man Sells was lying on the floor with the
whole back of his head crushed in and his
throat cut so deep that the head was almost
severed from the body. Near him, also on
the floor, was the body of Mrs. Sells, with
ber skull crushed and throat cut in the same
manner. A few feet away in a bed in the
corner, lay the body of Ira Sells, with her
ukull_cﬂuhed and throat cut from ear to ear,
and in an adjoining room, in the same bed
in which_Willie had been sleeping, was the
body of Watie Sells, with a large gash in his
forehead, one of his eyes chopped out, and
his throat cut similar to the others. Mendall
found A large hatchet covered with blood
and bair lying on a chair, and about a foot
from the body of the father was a butcher
knife covered with blood. After a hurried
examination Mendall returned to the yard
and told Willie of the crime. The boy ssid
nothing, and manifested no particular feeling.
e accompnnied Mendall to Mr. Rice's house,
near by, where he went to sleep, or pretended
to sleep uutil'morning. Officers in the morn-
ing made an examination but found no trace
of a stranger or horse tracks, although Willie's
tracks were plainly indented in the mud.
Returning to Sells’ bouse a wash-basin of
bloody water was found on the stove in which
the perpetrator had washed his bands and
wrists, but above the wrists blood was found
on his arms. There was blood under his
fioger pails aleo and his underclothing was
considerably stained. There was a purse
containing §200 under Mr. Sells’ pillow and
two watches haoging in plain sight were un-
disturbed, so that there is no probability that
the crime was committed for the purpose of
robbery. Previous to this horritln eccur-
rence the boy had born a good reputation and
to this day stoutly denies the perpetration of
the deed and affirs that if he committed it it
was in his sleep, or while his reason was de-
throned. It is said he was a constant reader
of dime novels and bad several times ex-
pressed a desire to become a hero.

GLADSTONE O RESIGN.

Attempts to be made to form a Coali-
tion Government.

The Difliculties the Tories bave to meet
—More of the Uniohist Leaders Will-
ing to ueen O under Lord

. Mr. Gladstone is on the point of resigna-
tion, and there will be an attempt made to
form a coalition Government. These two
points may be regarded as certain. Mr.
Gladstone dined Fridsy night with a number
of members of his Government, when the
whole situstion was exhaustively diseussed.
Although some, especislly Sir William Ver-
non Harcourt, were in favor of holding on to
office, the feeling of the majority, which is
the conviction of Mr. Gladstone, was for im-
medinpo resignation. The Oabinet meeting,
at which this will be formally decided, will
be held immediately after the last election.
Possibly Mr. Gladstone will advise the
Queen to invite Lord Hartington to form a
Ministry, as the people calling themselves
Liberals constitute the msjority of the House,
The invitation will be formal, and will be
declived. The Queen will then summon
Lord Sllioburhto Eoglaod and office, and he
will accept. He will invite Lord Hartington
to enter a coslition Ministry, This Lord
Hartington will promptly refuse to do uodgr
any circumstances. Therefore, in & few
weeks England will again be under the con-
trol of a ;unly Conservative administration.
Neilb'or ir Heory James, Mr, Chamberlain,
nor Bir George Trevelyan, even if the latter
found a seat, would enter a coalition Oabinet.
Mr. Goschen is the chief hope of the Tories
among the Unionists,

Lord Salisbury's chief difficulty will be the
Lord Lieutency of Ireland, as of course Lord
Carnarvon will bave nothing to do with it,
It will probably be offered either to Lord
Ashbourne, the Earl of Dunraven, or the
Marquis of Locoe. Mr, Stanhope will pro-
bably be Chief Secretary, Mr. Gladstone’s
wonderful cgiritl surprise those who have
best known his intense interest in the strug-
gle. He has no idea of giving up the fight,
and will lead the orpo-ition to the Tories as
soon as they are in power. As the 7imes
characteristically puts it, “ Mr, Gladstone
seems pll unconscious of the emormity of
bis offence” againgt his betrayed country.
Tory journals throught the gogntry are be-
ginning, with simultaneous eagerness, 1o call
for the production of a Tory scheme for Ire-
land, of which Lord Salisbury and Lord Id-
desleigh can say, * this is what we recom-
mend to the commons and to the country.”
A Birmingham paper declarea]itself in a posi-
tion to state that this is Mr. Obamberlsin’s
ultimatum : Mr, Gladstone can reunite the
Liberal gart if he wishes, but he mnst defl-
nitely abandon hie Irieh proposal and recog-
nize that he bas made a mistake, otherwise
the Conservatives reaction will last twenty
