tween the two gignntic railway powers that
now divide with BSir John's and Mr
Mowat's cabinets the government of both
dominion and province, the vesult of Hamil-
son's railway battle may be of importance
tous all,  And we take leave, therefore, to
suppose that, even outside of Hamihon,
the matter must)be one of genuine public
interest,

The matter cootained in the Spectator's
report of Monday’s vight's meeting at
Hamilton, from which we made our yester-
day's resume, Was mostly on the Canadiap
Pacific side of 1he question at issue, This
followed naturally enough from the circum-
stance that the force of oratory and the
pressure of popular feeling on the occasion
was agair st the Grand Trunk “ by a large
majority,’’ the mayor, 88 chairman, evi
deutly besring the same Way, though the
actual vote of the council in committtee
of the whole was the very close one of eleven
to tew. It being the fair thing ‘‘to hear
both sides,” we quote nmow part of what
the Times has to say on the subj-ct :—

“We diffzr from’ the majority of the committee
with regard to the propriety of their decision,
though we respect the motives which influenced
gome of them. As Messrs. Stuart, Chariton and
Laidlaw put the case —ho'ding up the bugbesr of
Grand Trunk monro‘;m'y» they could hardly fail to
o ieit support. one of us want Grand Tronk
monopoly. The 9 imes has sard all along that, when
the question came to_be one whether the Canadian
Pacific or the Grand Trunk should have the horth-
western road, the decision should ceriainly bein fa-
vor of the Canadian Pacific and tho maintenance ©

They should have held the halance of pow
between the contending partics, at lewst until the
time arrived when they could » flurd to be indepen-
dent of the Geand Trunk, For the next ye.r or
two we invite the hostility of the Grand Trunlk, and
the Canuda Pacific is not yet ina {mmon to offord
us relief, The workshops, equil rates with To-
yonto to all Grand Trunk points, and similar ad-
vantages which might have been sec ured by delaying
the cession of the No thwestzrn's independenc?,
Haimniiton spuras us unworthy of consideration, * *

“ The council fears to run any risk of monoply,
and 8o voted to form an alliascs with the Canada
Pacific. It was a clear case of * nothing ventu e
nothing bave.” The men who voted for independ-
ence are no more favorable to monopoly than the
men who voted for the Cana'a Pacifio a lience.
Fhey simply refused to be frightened by the sh dow
which Mr, Stuart pointed out for lack of argument,
And’we think 1t is unfortunate that Mr, Stuart ob
tained a majority in the committes. Ham It m se-
cnres something that is better than Grand Trunk
monopoly, but loses goveral things that would be
better than Canada Pacific alliance.”

From the Times report of Mr Stuart’s
speech we take the following figures :—
He divided the stock cf the rood as fol-
lows : Grand Trunk (held in trust by Mr.
Proctor), 5500 shares ; Grand Trunk pre-
ference stock, 8540; Mr. Hendrie (sbout)
4000 shares ; the
railway, 1720 (preference stock) ; Stuart,
Turner and Osler (in trust for the C. P. R.),
8111 shares; City of Hamilton, 2029 shares;
Canada Pacific, 6830 (prelerence stock) ;
and there are 500 or 600 shares scattered
about., He claimed that, with the support
of tae city, the Canada Pacific had a ma-
jority of 1300 shares. 1: further appears
that, as we mentioned yesterday, the H.
and N, W, board is composed of eight
directors, two of whom are diree-
tors  ex g ofleio, representing  the
city of Hamiltgn #nd the county of 8imcoe
respectively. The six directly elccted mems-
bers of the present board are Messrs, Noa-

teresting. In New York city protestant

sist 'rhoods are increasing, snd find. o wide

field tor their lives of noble self-sacrifice.

I'hey teach and care for the sick, visit the

poor and aseist in general works of

piety and charity. The sisterhoods are

formed somewhat after the Roman eatholic

model, The women are unmarried, wear

a regulated costume, live together in com-

munity, obey s prescribad discipline ap-

proved by the bishop of the diocese to |
which they are sttached, are assigned to]
certain duties, and devote their lives to the
course of religion, charity and good works,

Tiiey may leave the commupity when they
choose, but while remaining within it cane
not marry. The idea of the sisterhood
commudities originated about thirty years
ago with the late Dr, Maublenberg, the
founder of St. Luke's bospital, New
York city, snd formerly pastor of
the .church of the Holy Commun-
jon in that city. The fdea was
eagerly caught up in Fngland, and the
aumber of communities there exceed those
in the United States, Some of the commu-
nities compose each s house for the sged,
an orphansge snd a hospital, The sister-
hoods are generally under the charge of &
bishop or the rector of the parish in which
they exist. The tuneral ceremony of one of
the sisters is as striking as the obsequeis in
the church of Rome, The New York Her-
ald describes at some lengrh the obsequeis,
the other day,of Sister Luise in the cburch
of St. Mary the Virgin, In the chancels of
the cburch stool the catafalque wherein
rested the zoflin, At either side of the cita-
falque stood three wassive braz:m candle-
sticks, bearing tapers that burned dimly.

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THE COMPEIENCY OF AGNOSTIO3 AS WIT.»
NLSSES.

The remarks made by Judge Burton at
St. Cathariues the other day on the per-
mitting of agnostics to give evidence will
be shared in by all iotelligent people. As
his lordship rightly pointed out, the refusal
to reccive the evidence of an sgnostic was
ot so much an iojustice and indignity cast
upon him (although no doubt it is both an
injustice and wdigoity which he keenly felt)
as it was an injustice done to the public at
large and individuals charged with crime.
A crime may be committed to whtich an in-
dividual koown as an agnostic may bave
been the sole witness,  Suppose the mun
who is really guilty of the erime is indicted
therefor. Then he must be acquitted be-
cause the law does not allow this pecuiiar
| kind of a witness to testify what he saw.
Yo this case, then, the piblic at large are
the losers ; crime will become more fre-
qaent because less lisble of punishment,
On the other hand, suppose an innocent
man is charged with a crime, the cireum-
stances of which point to him as the perpe-
trator,. This pceuliar kind of a person
called an agoostic, may be the sole
individual who is abla to prove the
innocence of the suspected party.
Yet the law says that he shall not
be allowed to give evilence. Who suffers
the more, the agnostic or the person
charged with committing the crime? The
tendency of modern law is to get all possible
evidence from all possible sources, and let
the jury decide wherein the truth lies. Not
long ago defendants conld nob give evidence
in their own behalf, That custom has long
ago been denounced as stupid. 1o England
prisoners in the dock can make their state-
ment, and a bill is before the dominion par-
liamient with the same end in view, In the
trial of cases,as much light should be thrown
on the subject as possible, The judge and
jury are at liberty to place what reliance
they pleasc on the statements of witnesses,
The most effectual way of preventing per-
jary is to make the punishment for false
swearing of the severest kind, and let the
executors of the law be diligent in bringing
forward those who are guilty of the crime,
More will be deterred from perjury through
fear of two years imprisonment than from
the fear of eternal punishnient by reason of
having broken their conscience,
