New York, Oct. l.-Captain Glori, 
with Bob Fitssimmons, Arthur Lumley 
and. Charlie White, met William Brady', 
James J. Corbett’s manager, at The 
Herald office to-day at noon. Captain 
Glori posted & $1000 forfeit for Fitzsim­
mons to fight Corbett to a finish for the 
world’s championship. Brady posted 
another $1000, and offered a counter- 
challenge to Fitssimmons, on behalf of 
Steve O’Donnell, the Australian fighter 
traveling with Corbett.

•‘Will you cover Fitssimmons money f: 
Brady was asked.after a long and heat­
ed argument 44 No, man," ho shouted.
“ Will you cover O’Donnell’s money 7 
Fitssimmons was asked, aud he shouted 
'* No. man.” so loud that 
in the building heard 
Simmons gets the championship by de­
fault, will you stand isady to defend it 
against all-comers ?’’ "I will,” he re­
plied, “ meet any man in the world, in­
cluding Peter Jackson, and he is ob- 
jectiouable to me on account of color. 
This leaves the Corbett man with the 
beet of the argument, for if Fitssimmons 
is declared the champion by default. af­
ter hie money remains up for thirty 
days, there is every reason to believe 
he; will have to cover, O’DonnelVs money. 
During the argument Brady said : “ If
you accept O'Donnell's challenge to fight 
in February 1 will post $5000 within 
a week, and give it to * Fits ’ if Cor­
bett does not come immediately for­
ward. Fitssimmons is not in Corbett’s 
class.” Turning to Fitssimmons, he 
said, 44 You would not fight Griffo, would 
you go out of your class 7”

“Yes,” said Fitzsimmons, “I’ll fight 
any man lor money, Griffô, McAuliffe or 
any one. I don’t want Corbett’s money 
08 a present. I’ll light him for his 
money.” Brady wanted to know what 
right Fitssimmons had to sign with the 
Olympic Club of New Orleans to fight 
for a $25,000 purse, and the reply he 
Kpt w^s : “1 npi an American citizen and 
I have a right to sign anywhere.”

Fitssimmons this afternoon issued the 
following; "New York, Oct. 1—James J. 
Corbett, champion of the world: Dear 
sir,—According to all customs and re­
cognised rules of the prise ring, I be­
lieve I am entitled to challenge you for 
the world’s heavyweight championship. 
I hereby do so in the most business-like 
manner possible, by posting with The 
New York Herald $1000 as a forfeit for 
you to cover. This moaey will be allow­
ed to remain up lor 30 days, and at the 
end off that neriod, if you fail to cover 
it, I [believe that I am entitled to the 
Championship without further argument. 
1 have consulted all the best sporting 
authorities in America on this point,and 
they all agree that you are obliged to 
light or lose the championship by default.
