NOT A STATE INQUISITION.

The University commissioners yesterday

. had their attention directed to an arti-
cle in Monday’s World, in which it was
contended that the students,  through
their counsel, were not justified in in-
quiring into the religious views of the
" professors. The commissioners thought
the inquiry in that respect was justifi-
able, and they held they had acted per-
fectly right in allowing the question' to
be put to Prof. Wright. We refer Mr.
Riddell and the commissioners to section
81 of the- University of Toronto Act.

That section reads as follows:

No religious test shall be required of
any professor, lecturer, teacher, student;
officer or servant of the said college or
University, nor shall religious ©observ-
ances, according to the forms of any
particular religious denomination, be
imposed on them or any, of them, ete.

This secticn, we think, will establish
the gorrectness of The World's position
in the matter. If any of the professors
had been using their official position to
promulgate religious or anti-religious
doctrines among the students their con-
duct would certainly be the subject of
investigation. But the cpmmissioners
had certainly no right to question the
professor as to bhis recligious belief. They
had no right to apply a religious test to
him or any one else connected with the
college. And it was a religious test and
nothing else that Mr. Riddell was mak-

ing. -

IMPROVE THE SERVICE.

A great many citizens would like to
see the Toronto Ferry Company givel
a better service to the Igland earlier
in the year than it has been accustomed
to. Many of the people who intend
living on the Island this summer would
go ov¥er on or before May 1 if they
were satisfied the boat service would
enable them to get home at any time,
up to, say, 9 o'clock in the evening.
The Island business is growing larger
every year. and starting earlier in the
season. The Ferry Company should
give the service, as we believe it would
pay them. There will be no lack of
passengers to the Island as soon as the
time-table is made satisfactory.

MR. HOWLAND AND THE ASSESSMENT.

The Assessment Act, as -amended in re-
gard to vacant land in cities, now reads
as follows, according to Mr. Howland:

That the assessor shall (in cities, where
the extent of such ground exceeds two
acres, and in towns and incorporated
villages, where it exceeds ten acres)
value such land as if it was held for
farming or gardening purposes, with such
percentage added thereto as the situation
of the land reasonably cails for.

It is contended by the member for
South Toronto, Mr. O. A. Howland, that
this clause does not ' exempt the vacant
land referred to from the, general prin-
ciple running through - the act in regard
to the valuation of real and personal
property. :

According to the act “real and ‘per-
sonal property shall be estimated at
their actual cash value, as they would,
be appraised in payment of a just debt
from a solvent debtor.”

The principle of valuation is again set
out in this clause: «

Where no sales can be reasonably ex-
pected during the current year (in case
the council so directs), the asses-
sors shall value suck land as though it
was held for farming or gardening pur-
poses, with such percentage added there-
to as the situation of the land reason-
ably calls for.

Mr. Howland’s idea of the meaning of
the clause may be gathered from his
comment on it as follows :

“Such percentage added theretoas the
situation of the land reasonably calls
for” in' common sense can mean but one
thing. If the block of vacant land is
situated at the corner of King and
Yonge-streets, it must be valued as land
situated at the corner of King and
(Yonge<streets. If it is situated at the
corner of Bloor and St. George-streets,
it must be appraised ati the value that
*the situation reasonably calls for.”

If we interpret Mr. Howland’s letter
correctly we understand him to say
that these limitations in regard ta va-
cant. land in cities really mean nothing
at all. The assessment is to be deter-
mined on the principle of value “as pay-|
ment for a just debt,” or according to
the value “at which sales can be freely
made.” What then is the ¥purport of
the expression “as if it were held for
farming and garden purposes”? Whadt¥
ever this expression may mean the City
Council formerly had it in its power
to maké it inapplicabie to the city of
Toronto, and ap to to-day it has been.iny
applicable, because ‘the council “never so
directed.” Now, however, the option has
been taken out of the hands of the coun-
cil and this provision, whatever it may
mean, henceforth applies to vacant land
in the city of Toronto.

It appears clear to us that if vacant
blocks of two acres and over are not
actually exempted from taxation accord-
ing’ to their value, the intention at
least to exempt them is manifest from
the reading, of the amended clause.
Whatever Mr. Howland may say to the

.contrary, we feel confident that the
halders of these blocks will jnsist upon

their assessment at rket garden valu-
ation. The term “ with such percentage
added” thereto as the situation of the
land reasonably calls for,” will be pre-
gented as having reference to the dis-
tance of the property from St. Lawrence
market. A five-acre block near the
corner of St. George and Bloor-streets,
they will contend, will be worth but
$100 an acre more than a five-acre
block out near Toronto Junmction. The
man who is supposed to work the St.
George-street property would have the
:advantage of propinquity to this mar-
ket, and this advantage might be reck-
oned as adding, say, $100 an acre to
the land. If those who have engineered
the bill through the Assembly do not
try to assess their vacant land accord-
jng to this or some similar idea. of
valuation we will be very much sur-
prised. In the interests of justice and
fair play we hope that Mr. Howland’s
view of the matter will turn out to be
correct, and that these  vacant lands
will be assessed according to their value
as payment fr a just debt, and not
according to their value as estimated
by their distance from the cabbage and
potato market.

As a matter of justice, if preference is
to be shown to any, kind of property in
the city, it should-be that upon which
improvements have been"made, as against
vacant land, Let us suppose a twenty-
acre block of land which has just been
cut up into lots for building purposes.
Half a dogzen individuals decide to erect
buildings on single lots in the block. As
a result of%their enterprise the value
of the vacant land is increased.
‘Not satisfied with the benefit these half
dozen: individuals are conferring upon
the remainder of the property, the
owners of the latter wish to make these
men shoulder the bulk of the taxes. The
action of the gentlemen who recently, in-
terfered to have the assessment law
amended is merely 'a scheme whereby
land speculators may, benefit at the ex-
pense of enterprising and industrious
citizens. No man is compelled to buy
vacant property, and no man who buys
such property should object to pay. the
same taxes as his neighbor who has
bought adjoining land and put a resi-
dence thereon.

The principle that the landowners have
incorporated in the Assessment Act isa
bad one, The whole clause in regard to
 vacant land, whether used for market
garden purposes or not, should
be eliminated from the act.
The, chief thing we should fight
for in regard to our assessment is
that all real estate,whether built upon or
not,shall be essessed at its actual selling
value, at a rate at which it could be
sold in open -market. This principle
should be made applicable to all pro-
perty. There should be no exceptions
made, and it should be lived up to in
practice.

This would be according to the prin-
ciple of equal rights for all. If we as-
sessed our property at its actual value,
we would then know exactly what rate
of interest we are paying in the way of
taxes, We have an idea that our taxes
in Toronto amount to sixteen or seven-
teen mills a year. If we were to assess
the property, at its true value,we should
find ourselves paying probably two and
a half per cent. per annum instead of
sixteen mills, To inflate our taxes is
simply to court extravagance and .dis-
aster, If the real property in Toronto
is not worth $150,000,000, let us know
it at once. Let us find out what the
Fwctual value is, and if 'we find we have
to pay two or three per cent., let usdo
it. Nothing is to be gained by, hiding our
heads in the sand. i

Mr. Howland on the Awrey EilL

Editor World: Not infrequently after
sentence and execution by vigilance com-
mittees the deceased have proved after
all to have been innocent. Now that
the members for this eity in the legisla-
ture have been duly banged, drawn and
quartered by press and aldermen, no-

thing is left to their unfortunate shades
but to intercedd for posthumois justi-
fication. The ci S n inform-
ed that their rere assented to

the passage of a law under which va-
cant ground in cities is hereafter to be
assessed at the value of farm land.
After so many repetitions of this state-
ment by those who ought to have known
better the minds of the citizens will be
relieved to learn that there js no act
providing for the valuation of - vacant
lots in this or any other city as farm
lands. The law regarding valuations for
assessment: as it has hitherto existed un-
der the Assessment Act was and re-
mains as follows:

Section 26, Consolidated ‘Assessment
Act, 1892: “Real and persomal pro-
perty shall be estimated at their ac-
tual cash value, as they would be ap-
praised in payment of a just debt from
an insolvent debtor.”

This is the general governing principle
of the act. I have asked the question
of numerous busines men at what value
would they aceept land in payment of
a just debt, and I have always met with
the sante answer—the value would be that
at which the land could be realized at
once. This is, in other words, the price
at which sales of it could be freely made
This construction seems to me to be
clear law, and had it been properly as-
serted before county judges in appeal
from a Court of Revision much of the ex-
cessive valuation which has given lati-
tude for the debt and taxation from
which Toronto is now suifering. might
have been avoided. ¥

Section 27 of the old act goes into
certain details as to the mode of assess-
ment which judges would certainly con-
strue, if possible, conmsistently, and not
at variance, with the primary principle
set forth in section 26. The section com~
mences : “In assessing vacant ground, or
ground used as a farm, garden or nur-
sery and not ‘in immediate demand for
building purposes.in eities, towns or
villages, the value of such vacant ground
shall be that at which sales of it can
be freely made.” This positive and com-
plete enactment has long been the lawy
It is obvious that it simply repeats or
applies the general principle of valua-
tion of the 26th section., The value at
which sales can be freely made is the
value at which a creditor would take
the land in payment of a just debt, It
is the balance of the 27th section out
of which the present dispute has arisen.
Subject to thé same general ‘principla,
this provision goes into further particu-
lars: “Where no sales can be reasonably
expected during the current year (in
case the council so directs) assessors
shall value such land as though it were
held for farming or gardening purposes,
with kuch percentage added thereto as
the situation of the land reasonably calls
for.” I have again compared my view
of the effect of these words with those
business men and lawyers, I have met
no one who did not agree as to their
plain meaning. “Such percentage added
tnereto as the situation of the land rea-
souehbly calls for” in common sense can
mean but one thing. If the block of va-
cant land is situated at the corner ol
King and Yonge-streets it must be val-
ued as land situated at the corner of
King and Yonge-streetas If it is situ-
ated at the corner pf Bloor and St.
George-streets it mist be appraised at
the value that “the situatjon reason-
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ably calls for.”” No
escape these words of the act.

The meaning of the three differ-
ent collateral ptatements of the prin-
ciple of valuation in the old Assessment
Act are really identical. By the much-
discussed amendment the Private- Bills
Committee did not: alter this principle
one jot. It simply struck out the words
“in case the council: so directs.” The
duty of the assessor was already defined
by the two foregoing positive provisions.
Their operation governed the valuation
whether the eouncil did or did not ex-
pressly direct an assessor pursuant to
the latter part of the 27th section.

This view of the construction of the
act, as it existed, is not merely my own,
it is the view of every lawyer| and busi-
ness man whom I have had the oppor-
tupity of consulting upon the . subject.
My contention in the Private Bills Com-
mittee upon Mr. Awrey’s proposal to
strike out the words “in case the coun-
cil so directs” was upon the above
grounds. I urged (that the, proposed
amendment was unnecessary for the pro-
tection of the citizens against an un-
fair assessment. If the appraisement ex-
ceeded the true selling value of their
land, whether calculated at “the price
at which a creditor would take it in
payment of a just debt,” or at “the price
at which sales could be freely made,”s
or at its value -as farm! lands,with such
percentage added thereto as the situa-
tion of the land reasonably called for,”
they would always haye had relief by
presenting their case properly * to the
County Judge under fthe act as it exe
isted. -

While I objected to  unnecessarily
changing the terms of the act, I fol-
lowed Mr. Crawford in voting for the
amendment striking out the words “in
case the council so directs,” because I
pathered that he had dome so upon
consultation with the city: representa~
tives near him in reference to the so-
called compromise. The compromise wWas
mueh more substantial in regard to the
clauses dropped from Mr. Awrey’s bill
than press critics seem to be aware.
They have shown - themiselves, in fact,
to be as ill-informed on this portion of
the subject as they are upon the terms
of the act actually passed by the Legisd
jature. By the compromise all the re-
mainder of Mr. Awrey’s bill was aban-
doned. One section had the effect of
declaring that all lands above five acrea
used as farm lands only, should be as-
seased as farm lands. This was a posi-
tive and unqualified section, and would
have had a very substantial effect.

The Mayor and some members of the
City Couneil, in curious ignorance of the
terms of the proposed amending acty
have worked themselves and the city
into a remarkable state of excitement.
The noise they created reached tol Ham-~
ilton, and when Mr. Crawford’s motion
to refer the bill back failed the influence
from that city upon the Hon, Mr. Gib-
son, one of the ruling spirits in the
Cabinet,- brought about an amendment
of -the bill by a clause limiting the ap-
plication of the second part of the 27th
section in cities to blocks exceeding ten
acres, This caused Mr. Awrey and his
friends to return once more to the at-
tack, and they reduced this minimum to
two acres. The fct, therefore, now
reads: “That the assessor shall, in eit-
jes where the extension of such gZround
exceeds two acres, and in towns and in-
corporated villages where it exceeds ten
acres, value such land as if it was held
for farming or gardening purposes with
such percentage added- thereto as the
pituation of the land reasonably calls
for.”

It has been asserted, I understand, by
the Mayor and Ald. Hallam; that the
Assessment Commissioner would not value
the lands under the 27th section: accord-
ing to the legal construction as gen-
erally agreed, but will at once proceed
to value vacant lotd as farm{lands, not-
withstanding the express words of the
act requiring the value from their sit-
uation in the city to be added. This
scems to imply that the City Council
permit the business of its different de-
partments to he carried on absolutely
at sixes and eevens.
