TTAWA, July 9-—If anything

‘the political situation to-night

is more aggravated than it

was  yesterday. Within the

next 48 hours, however, the

climax will have been reached and

the country will know whether or not

the difficulty has been tided over or

the Ministry go under. The position

of affairs is ecritical in the extreme.

Some Conservatives pretend to sﬁ?

that everything will come out all right,

but an unconciliatory spirit appears to
prevail which bodes ill.

There was an exciting half-hour in
the House this afternoon, but for axii
other day at least the public wfll be
deprived of an official announcement re-
Specting the present crisis and the rea-
sons which have led up to it. Your cor-
respondent, however, is in a position
to give what may be relied upon as-an
accurate statement of the poslti;)n of
affairs which led to the resigﬁatlon of
Mr. Angers and the practical with-
drawal from tHe Cabinet of the two
other Ministers, Mr. Ouimet and Sir A,
P. Caron.

In drawing up at the Cabinet meet-
ing the official statement which was
read in both Houses yesterday,the three
French Ministers desired a pledge in-
serted in it that not simply Remedial
Legislation would be introduced into
Parliament next session, but that such
Legislation should take the form of the
re-establishment of Catholic Separate
Schools. The French Ministers conced-
ed that no bill could lge passed this ses-
sion, but they desired the positive
pledge before the country that Separ-
ate Schools would be re-established.
They were outvoted in the Cabinet, and
this led to a change of base on the part
of the Quebec representatives.. They
did not hesitate to say that their col-
leagues were not keeping good faith
with them, and they therefore asked
that the promise, such as it was, given
in the official announcement, should be

embodied in a private document to be‘

retained by them and signed by all the
Ministers. In this they were
again outvoted, or, to put the matter

plainly, the request was refused. Then ;

grace before the official announcement
Wwas made in Parllament, in order that
they might have an opportunity of con-
sulting their supporters from the Pro-

Another Great Insurance Swin-
die of Local Interest.

A Philadelphia Oflicer Trying t6 Fasten
the Crime of Multifarious Murder on a
Man Who Has Practised “Graveyard
Ensurance’’ for Many Years—This Man
Made Swindling a Sclence — A Cas¢
Which Bears Many Feattires of Resem-
blance to the Hyams and Hendershott
Cases.

ETECTIVE GEYERS of Philadel<
phia will arrive in Toronto to<
day and will continue his search
for the missing children of B.F,
Piterel, supposed to have 'been
murdered by H. H. Holmes, now

awaiting sentence in the Quaker City on
a charge of palming off a corpse on the
Philadelphia Mutual Insurance Com-
pany and attempting to collect a policy,
made payable to himself. ,«i Sentence is
being withheld on Holmes, as the Phila-
delphia police believe he can  be con<
victed not only of the murder of Pitesely
but of the latter’s three children.

The case of Holmes i one of the most
remarkable cases of insurance frauds and
alleged murders ever recorded. Ever
since his arrest in Boston accounts have
appeared in the papers respecting this
extraordinary man, but none of them
have as yet printed the true story of his
wonderful career. , .

How Hiis Arrest Was Effected.

So far the ghrewdest detectives on the
continent have failed to fasten ‘“the
crime of murder on this self-contained
man, and stranige as it may seem, had .
not the Glendale train robbery takbn
place in Missouri some three“years ago,
the crime of Holmes would probably have
never come to light.

He has confessed to almost eveny
variety of swindling, body-raising and
decapitation, burials in trunks and imis-
uges of bodies procured from morgues and
medical colleges. This is only what he
has confessed. What he ie suspected of
ie murder, ‘mysterious and mu'tiferious.
Half a dozen persons with whom Holmes
has had dealings have disappeared. One
of them is supposed /to be alive. ~ One
is known to be dead; the other four have
disappeared ms completely as if the
earth had swallowed _them up.

Just
about this time he got married. A year
after his mayriage he commenced his
studies at Burlington. Then he went to
Ann Arbor, Mich. While there he found
& companion in a young student who was
also working his way through the col-
lege. The two became inseparahble.
This friend afterwards became Holmes”
accomplioe in several swindles, but subse«
quently reformed, and is now practising
medicine in New: York City. After the
college term was over the two young
men were left wifithout funds,

Substituted a Corpse For a Policy Holder.
They read in the newspapers some=
thing about a swindle that bhad
been perpetrated upon an ins
surance | company by. the sub~
stitution of a dead body for that of a
living policy holder. Then they went{to
Chicago, where Holmes' friend  was in-
sured for $12,600. A year afterwards
they again met in Chicago by appoint-
ment. Holmes’ friend procured a dead
body 4in that city and it was takem to.
Conuecticut, where it was “planted,”
“found,” and i due time identified by’
Holmes as that of his friend. There was
very little gquestion about it. Holmes
went back to Chicago, collected the money
and the two young men went back to the
university with something like. $6000
apiece, It was—all so easy and so
plausible that the success of the scheme
transformed Mudgett the scapegrace
into Holmes the criminal. In due time
both men graduated from the university,
with honors and then separated. Holmes
went ‘to an insane asylum at Norristown,
where he had charge of a departmentu
He remained here for about six monthsy
when he went to Philadelphia and secur-
ed employment as clerk in a drug store.
One day he gave up his job, and went
back to Chicago, where he again met his
young- medical friend. ‘He went unden
the name of Howard. is wife, who had
followed him to Ann Arbor, had long
since returned to Gillmartin, New Haven,

Another Coup .on-the Companies,

The two young men socon conceived and
executed amother coup on the insurance
companies for something like $10,000.
Then Holmes went into the drug business,
In a year or sohe met another woman,
whom he married. With the money he
had received from the insurance com-
panies he entered into various schemes
which brought-back money in return.
Finally with something like $80,000 to
his eredit, he closed out and went to
California, where for a year he was
practically lost sight of. .. He added a; -
few thousand to his income while on.the
coast and then returned to Chicago with
his eyes open for any criminal operations
that might turn ap. ¢

In a few weeks he organized the Yates«
Campbell Co., which advertised to buy
or sell anything. In the preliminagiea
necessary for the formation of thir com-~
pany, Holmes, or Howard, as he was
then known, had formed the acquaint«
ance of a pretty girl stenographer nam«
ed Minnie R. Williams. He learned that
she and her sister had inherited $50,-
000 from an uncle in Fort Worth, Texas,
The other sister, Annie, was then in
Midlothian, Texas, teaching schooly
Holmes and his typewriter went to
housekeeping in Chicago” without the
usual formalities, '
