John Campbell Hamilton Gordon.

1871. He became Earl on Jan. 27, 1870.
He entered the House of Lords as a Conser-

vative, but in 1876 he disagreed with some
of the principal measures of his party, and

in 1878, when the Earls of Derby and Car-
narvan resigned their offices, Lord Aberdeen
heartily supported these statesmen,
he was appointed Lord-Lieutenant of Ireland
by Gladstone and given the mission of carry-
ing out the home rule policy of the govern-
ment. He became universally popular in
Ireland and with his wife has taken an active
interest in making the Irish village at the
Fair a success. The Earl is a benevolent
man. He gave £1,000 to Gen. Booth, of the
Salvation Army, as a contribution towards
alleviating the condition of London’s poor.

The Countess of Aberdeen was married in
1877. This popular lady was the Hon.
Isabel Maria Majoribanks, a daughter of
the wife of Sir Matthew White Ridley, M.
P., and her brother, the Hon. Archibald
John Tweedmouth Majoribanks, is one of
England’s most popular young gentlemen.
Countess Aberdeen has been largely instru-
mental in promoting the lrish village at the
Fair and her love for the people of the
Emerald Isle is equalled only by the esteem
in which she is held by them. Lady Aber-
deen is of a distingniched presence. She
prefers to live plainly and one of her delights
1s to walk among the poorer classes, converse
with them, and then aid them without reveal-
ing her identity.

The Countess is 36 years old, and is the
mother of four children. The Hon. Lord
Haddo, or George Hamilton-Gordon, is the
heir to the Earldom of Aberdeen. He was
bornin 1879. The other two sons are Dudle,
Gladstone, born in 1883, and Ian Archibald,
born in 1884. The Earl and Countess have
one daughter, Lady Marjorie, who was born
in 1880.

The Aberdeen coat of arms is described
thus—Quarterly: First and fourth, azure,
three boars’ heads couped within a double
tressure adorned with roses aud thistles
alternately, Gordon; second and third quar-
terly, within a bordure sable, first and
fourth gules, three cinquefoilspierced ermine,
Hamilton; second and third argent, a lym-
phad sable, Arran. Crests— First, two armg
from the shoulder naked, holding a bent bow
in the act of letting fly an arrow proper;
second, out of a ducal coronet or, an oak tree,
the stem cut transversely by a frame saw,
the blade inscribed with the word “ Through,”
all proper; the body of the tree charged
with an escutcheon argent thereon a heart
gules for difference. Supporters—Two an-
telopes argent, armed and unguled or, each
gorged with a collar flory counter-flory
azure, charged with three roses or, and line
reflexed over the back azure. The Aberdeen
motto is ‘“‘Let Fortune Follow.”

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Supreme Court Chambers.
IN RE EDMUND J. MILLER.

Motion for writ of certiorari—a judgment
was recovered for forfeiture through no per-
formance of statute labor. The statute pro-
vided that such forfeitures shall be sued for
and recovered in the same manner and with
like costs as if they were private debts, Rev.
Stat. ch. 47, sec. 29. The writ was issued in
Annapolis county and served on the defen-
dent in Halifax to appear in Annapolis court.
In all cases where the defendant resides be-
yond the jurisdiction the statute requires
that that the plaintiff skall deposit with the
justice who issued the summons a sum equal
to 5 cents per mile each way of the distance
between the defendant’s residence and the
place of trial; and before any summons shall
issue the amount of said deposit shall be en-
dorsed on the writ.

A motion for certiorari was made on the
ground that the amount of the statutory de-
posit was not endorsed on the writ and there-
fore the proceedings were void; and further-
more on the ground that the magistrate had
added to the costs his own charge of 75
cents for a letter to the defendant and en-
tered up judgment for the whole amount.

Mr. W. B. A. Ritchie for the application;
Mr. Congdon contra.

Held, that the writ of certiorari be grant-
ed.

Meagher, J.—The endorsement on the
writ was not a compliance with the statute.
If defendant appeared he might perhaps
have cured the defect; and if he appealed it
is doubtful if he could have raised the ques-
tion in the court of appeal. The plaintiff in
the action might have shown by affilavit of
himself or of the justice what amount, if any,
had been deposited with the justice, and if
the amount was substantially correct I would
not have given costs. They have not done
so, and I do not well see that I can refuse
Ccosts.

Cardinal Gibbons in a banquet at New
Orleans last week made a notable speech on
the two famous octogenarians of the day.

He
has no standing armies to enforce his man-
dates like temporal sovereigns. He has no
police or civil magistrates to coerce refrac-
tory subjects. He has no prisons in which
to confine the violators of the law. He has
resource only to moral suasion and spiritual
penalties for the maintenance of the Gospel
dispensation. The only weapon that he
wiclds is the sword of the spirit, which is the
Word of God. Leg XIIl can say what
Gregory X VI said long before him, that no-
where in his authority more respected than
in the United States.”

The Biggest Show on Earth.

This heading has been used as descrip-
tive of a large number of ‘‘shows” of various
kinds, but as applied to the Chicago Fair
which was opened on May 1st it is not in
any way exaggerated. Some interesting fig-
ures as to the magnitude of the Fair have
been collected: —The grounds, it seems, cover
623 acres, with a front of two miles on Lake
Michigan. On these are placed about 30
buildings, each of whose dimensions run into
acres. - That devoted to manufactures cov-
ers 44 acres, that to machinery 17 acres,
that to agricultural products 15 acres, and
so down to “‘little” ones, no bigger than the
Wanderers’ grounds. Besides there are
more than 120 other buildings specially erect-
ed by States of the Union, by foreign coun-
tries, or by great railways and manufactur-
ing corporations. The buildings alone, for
their beauty, granduer and originality will
be well worth seeing. The expenditure is
of course on a scale commensurate with all
this grandeur. Foreign countries are con-
tributing freely. In all $6,000,000 has been
ngproprinted by foreign governments, and
about $3,000,000 by individual states of the
union. These are exclusive of the millions
np?ropria.ted by the United States, the cap-
ital stock of the exposition company, which
is $20,000,000, and of course, exclusive of
the cost of exhibits and buildings belonging
to individuals or firms. The managers of
the Fair are confident of financial success.

Snake in a Horse'’s Eye.

A remarkable veterinary surgical opera-
tion was performed at Sheepshead Bay, L.I.,
on Tuesday. A snake three and one-half
inches long was removed from a horse’s eye
and it is thought that the animal will survive,
although nine times out of ten this operation
results in death.

The horse, which belenged to Frederick
Graes, a butcher of Sheepshed Bay, was
taken ill several weeks ago. It was noticed
that a film had grown over the right eye,
and Graes called in Dr. Sheppard, a well
known veterinary surgeon living in the vil-

lage.

Dr. Sheppard, after . washing the horse’s
eye with a lotion which removed the film,
observed a small live object wriggling about
in the pupil. He decided that it was a case
of what is known as *‘snake in the eye.”

An incision was made in the corner of the
eye near the nose and then Dr. Sheppard
inserted & small silver hook. Several at-
tempts were made to catch the snake and
after half an hour of patient work the hook
seized it and it was pulled out and fell into
the hand of an assistant.

The snake measured just three and one-
half inches, and its body was not thicker
than an ordinary horse hair. . The head was
shaped very much like that of a miniature
anaconda.

It was placed in a bottle of alcohol, where
it soon died. Dr. Sheppard will send it to
a medical university at Glasgow, Scotland.
