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eight at Mankato; marched across with the “Moscow Ex-
pedition”; rendezvoused with us at Camp Pope in 1863;
marched and fought Indians with us at Big Mound, IJead
Buffalo Lake, Stony Lake and the Missouri River. You
mingled your tears with ours over: Beaver’s and Miller’s .
_graves, as we left them in their loneliness on thé bank of -
the river; participated in and rejoiced with us all the way
on our return, took part in the campaign of 1864, and now,
before bidding you adieu, one question: Are you satisfied?
