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The Boys as Missionary
Enthusiasts.

It is nonsense to say that young men of
‘the graduating age’ cannot be kindled into
enthusiastic missionary workers, and a note-
worthy instance of a class of lively, intelli-
gent boys organizing as missionary supporters
is found in a Michigan Sunday-school. The
nine boys organized under the lead of their
teacher, with president, secretary and treas-
urer, in February, 1902, since which time they
have raised thirty dollars annually to sup-
port Natha Ratna, an orphan boy in Nadiad,
India. A letter tells of the enthusiasm mani-
fested by the boys as follows:

‘It was during the famine in India in 1897
and later that my heart was more deeply
stirred than ever before on the subject of for-
eign missions. Being a reader of missionary
papers kept the subject so conmstantly before
my mind that it came to me, Why not do
something to help save at least one of those

‘starving children, and lead him to the Saviour?

But, not being able to spare enough to sup-
port one myself, the thought came to me,
‘Why not ‘see if your class won’t help you?’
So I talked with them of what was in my
heart, and asked them to think it over seri-

ously, and, when we talked of it the next

time, every one of the nine then members of
the class was willing to do his share. Our first
thought was to have just the Sunday-school
class to support the child, without any par-
ticular organization. But a few of them
wanted to organize it into a young men’s for-
eign missionary society, so we met and or-
ganized, and they made me president of the
society. We have several new members this
year, and all are deeply interested. We meet
the first Tuesday of each month, in the even-
ing, and open the exercises with Scripture read-

ing and prayer. Then we have roll call and .

business, and each member is requested to
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bring some item of interest to our work, e®
articles to read. We send $7.50 every three
months, and hear quite often from our “boy,”
as we call him. His Indian name is Natha
Ratra, and our name for him is Dwight L.
Moody. He is twelve years old, and doing
well. We are praying for his conversion, and
intend to support him till he is able to g0
among his own people and teach them of our
Christ. It did not take long to get my boyd
interested. All I had to do was to show them
the pictures of the starving, and tell them
the awful story of misery and woe, and of the
work being done by Christians for their re-
lief. Ard then, when I had aroused them to
what they might do, I made my plan plain
to them, and they have done nobly, some even
suggesting that we might support two. All
money is raised by voluntary contribution.'—=
