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tine had repaired from Britain for the purpose.' Thus the English suc-
cession, whatever may be its connexion with the See of Rome, is also
derived through the Gallican Church from the Churches of the East,
and St. John the Divine. That the Church was planted in Gaul by
missionaries from the East is a fact well known to students of ecclesias-
tical history.-EDs. M. C. C.
