THE VALLEY RIVER
SOHOOL

INDIAN RESERVE, MANITOBA.

Our recaders will be glad to hear
something about the above-named
school, whick, although small and un-
pretentious, Is luying & good and solid
toundation for grand work in the fu-

ture. There are some ipeople who
think nothing is worthy of notice un-
fess 1t Is blg. When I meet such peo-
fle 1 cannot help thinking of a saint-
1y bishop's remarks In reference to
this. A dear old friend of mine, who
fvas a rector in this bishop's dlocese
(n ihe old home land) was lamenting
to his dlocesan that the congrega-
tens in his little village church were
€o small. The bishop, who knew what
@t fine foundation was belng laid among
the few, by my friend, laid his handy
lovingly «n his shoulder and said:
“My dear brother, be of good cheor,
congregations should te welghed, not
numifered.”” May I venture to say
to the good souls who are working ih
the Valley River Indiah reserve:

“Dear Christlan friends, he of good
cheer; never mind if your school is a

small one:; lay deep In the hearts
of your few the love of Jesus; and,
when the great Scrutineer himself

comes to Inspect your work, He will
say: "Yours Is a small bhand, bhut,
weighed in the balance they are strong;
they will form the nucleus of a glorious
werk in the future.

Rev. C. A. Sadlelr, of Wycliffe col-
lege, Toronto, who was the English
church missfonary at Russell in 1895,
tock a great Intercst in the Indians
of the Valley Rlver reserve.

They were &ll wild heathen, and the
children were growing up without a
knowledge of a Creator, stlll miore
without Knowing of a loving Savipur
who longed to bo theirs, A young
Englishman who was learning farm-
ifng round here, and swho had given
his heart to the Lord, a Mr. E. Miller,
felt a decided call from on high to
devote his life to the service of His
Master, and M. Sadleir, feeling that
the tfme was ripe and God had sup-
plied the man, opened up the mission
in one of the huts ,and Mr. AMiller
held school there till the Indians went
hunting. Then he went with them,
holding school for the children on
the Duck Mountains during the day
and camping with thein at night. This
herd life amd@ exposure, with often
baiely enough to Wat, caused him in
June .,to have @& gevere attack of
diphtheria, and for many weeks he
lay In Russell very il. Buf God
raised him up to health and strength
again, and in August he, accompanied
by the misstonary then in charge of
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the Russell inlssion (Rev, George Gll),
went to thie reserve to sce what could
be done to reopen thls work. After
much prayer, and discussion with a
lccal committee, we decided to erect
a school house, and alse @ little shan-
ty for the teacher to live in.  This has
been dune, Then the matter was lald
before Archdeacon Phalr and the Dio-
cesun Committee of the C. M. S, who
made us & grant to help us, we raising
the remainder required locally and by
donattons. The work began agaln,
with a regular attendance of twelve
children out of sixteen on the roll, and
God has blessed it. Most of these chil-
dren best of all really love Jesus

Christ. Thon they can read little
words, do easy arithmetie, know the
“Lord's Prayer,” and “Jesus, tender
Shepherd,” both in Englsh and In-
dign, and sing many hymns tn Indian,
The older Indians are invited in every
evening to reading and pray rs, and
many regularly attend., and the light
of truth is beglnuning to gtow bright
in their lves. We believe the chiof
is a true Christian,

While the Indlans are hunting this

year, or away pleking berrtes and
roots, the children ar» all left with
on of the oldest, who bhoards and

attends to them, so that they can at-
tend school, and 1t Is indeed a blessed
thing to hear these dear little Indians
singing, with hands clasped, the grace
hefore meals, and kneeling night and
marning repeating their prayers.
about these geod things?

Gal has also blessed us financially
and supplled cur needs; although, we
often have an anxious time to Know
where the next money is coming from.
This coming winter the government
have thought {t fit to alter the game
laws, and we fear there will be pov-
arty on this reserve and help will he
needed tu enable the women and chil-
dren to keep from starving. Clothes
and donations would be thanikrully re-
ceived by the Rev. Geo. Gill, Russell
Post Office, Manitoba.
