The night before our Lord's triumphal
entry into Jerusalem he probably spent
in Bethany. This quiet retreat, a few
miles from Jerusalem, was the home of
Mary and Martha and Lazarus, and of
Simon, who made a great feast for our
lord. It was a favourite resting place
of Jesus, remote from the turmofl and
plotting and nofse of the city. The
hours which he spent in sweet converse
w'eh his friends were somwe of the few
oases of rest in his life of toll. The
Arabs still point out the so-called house
of Mary and Martha, the one on the out-
skirts of the village with the two rulned
« towers, shown in our picture, It is now
a squalid-and descrted Arab village, but
its imperlshable memories of Jesus of
Nazareth make it one of the most sacred
in the world.

« Joining it is the Monastery of Dervishes,
whose minaret commands a magnificent
y view.
