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son, I suppose, that the English langu-
age makers never supposed that we
should need such a term. It is con-
structed on the same principle as the
word ‘Angloman’a,” which means a pas-
sionate aping of everything that is Eng-
lish. ‘Andromania’ means similarly, a
passionate aping of everyihing that is
mannish.”

Dr. Parkhurst makes his new word
serve as the title for his first article in
The Ladies’ Home Journal, and uses it
for a vigorous treatment of the type of
women for whom he invented it.
