Business in all lines continues steady,
with no special features, Thedemand for
dry goods is falling off sc..ewhat, the
summer orders being mostly filled, andthe
trade at present is principally sorting and
making preparations to show fall samples,
with which travellers will go on the road
in July and August. Merchants are buy-
ing in a consorvative way, and principally
in staple lines of all classes of merchan-
dise,

Strong efforts are being made to curtail
credits, and wholesale merchants are
striving to introduce the note system of
collecting accounts, rather than carrying
open accounts with customers, and were
all the wholesale trado to adopt this sys-
temit Is claimed that it would havethe
desired effect.

GROCERIES AND PROVISIONS,

The Montrear I'rade Bulletin says:
** Although there are no indications of
stocks accumulating at present, dealors
are anxious to realizo as quickly aspossible
after the goods are in, as supplics may in-
crease at any moment beyond the require-
mente of the trade. Theroissomeenqulry
fc -ample lots of creamery, presumably
for the Scotch market,and a few lots huve
changed hands at 18c, & lot of 54 tubs sell-
ing at that price and a further lot was sold
subsequently at 18¢c, the lautter being a lot
of choice June goods with grass flavor,
Small jobbing lots have sold at 18jc to
19c. A good sized lot of June creamery
was offered at 18c, yesterday, In Eastern
Townships dairy, buyers are paying 14c to
15¢ in the country, and 16¢ to 17c here.
Morrisburg and Brockville are quoted at
about the sa ne prices, Western is in very
limited supply in this market, although a
liberal make is said to be in progress
throughout the West, and we quote 14c to
15c. Lower Ports buyers are looking
around for Western at 14c.”

The American imnarket for preserved
meats is quite high and prices are firm.
Quotations are about 2ic over figures
quoted twomonths ago. Amerfcan canned
mecat prices are steady and the demand
continues greater than the supply. An
advance i= probable in Canadian meate, in
sympathy with the firmness of the Ameri-
can market. The best quality of Canadian
meats are quoted by local jobbers: IHams,
15¢ ; breakfast bacon, 15ic; long roll, 13ic;
short roll, 13c; backs, 14ic; pure lard,
50 1bs, 13}cand 20 1bs, 134c. The prices of
ordinary Canadian meats are unchanged
by local dealers.
