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supplies of ail kinds piled promîe-
euous1y ail over the boat wherever
there ws a foot of rooxn. The horses
were Bo cramped that they were un-
able to lie down for three nîghte and
were nearly exhausted upon reaching
the Fort; their small qu>arterA and the

excessive heat of the boilers quite
close to them not being conducive to
comfoft. Most of the passengere were
littie better off, A few secured al
the berths which. the liftie craft boast-
ed and the realt stretched oub on the
upper deceke, securîng some sleep des-
